The fact that immediately after
the publication of the article referred.to
the Clerks’ Exchange here closed its° doors,

vertisement came was C. L. Campbell, of

Victoria. He communicated with Sheppard,

and finally an _arrangement was affected

whereby Mr. Campbell advaneed $150 for a

half interest in the concern, of which he

was to be m@nager, and receive $15 a week.

Rooms were rented, in the  Moody bilock,

and lavish advertisemerits insérted in'ithe

papers, informing all and sundry who were
out of work of the splendid openings which
awaited them by communicating with the

U'erks’ Exchange. The result was a rush

of applicants, and through the experience

of some ‘of these a knowledge of the
methods employed has been obtained.
When the seeker of employment first pre-
sented himself at Shepard’s officc he was
informed that while the Exchange was
ready and anxious tp’assist him, no infor-

mation ocould:be vouchsafed until he had |

became a member of the association. In
order to do so, and thus become eligible
for the benefits it stood ready toconfer, it
was necessary to pay an ‘“advertising or
registration fee,”’ ranging from $1 to $5,
according to the grade or class of -eccupa-
tion requiredi

Taken ‘'altogether, the prospects are bright
for a most prosperous year.

The one thing needful is a ready market.
Lerhaps ‘ another thing is also desirable,
viz., a larger population. One great hinder-
ance to the development of the country
is the difficulty which settlers find in se-
curing land at living prices, within reach
©of- market , and ‘other conveniences. The
omost desitables class of settlers are not
always those ‘who possess large means and
are able to begin upon an extensive secale.
“We belteve that some of our large land
Qwners. would not only greatly benefit the
community, but do a good thing for them-

lyes, if they were to break up théir hold-

h-l' & and put smaller parcels of land upon

the market at reasonable rates. There are
people here now who would gladly pur-
chase homes and. become permanent resi-
dents, but who find themselves confronted
Wwith a choice of land mere or less difficult
of access, or the payment of-a price which
would make it almost 'mpossible to realize
a profit on the investmenf. This is one
oI the difficulties that time will remove.
In the meantime, each year records steady
