Details of Murders.

Shanghai, Sept. 4.—Dispatches an-
nouncing that the American government
refusés to agree to the withdrawal of
troops from Pekin beforé satisfaction for
the outrages and the losses of its sub-
jects shall have- beeén given, have been
received here and applauded by the en-
tire foreign colony in, -Shanghai. ' Any
dther policy,” aceording' to ‘the ‘business
moen and’ missiondries with ‘whom the
Aissociated Press representative’ talked,
would be a 'vital blow to the prestige of
the foreighers and would weaken ‘their
status in China, )

The masses of ‘Chinamen now believe
that the Chinese arms are vietorious.
The Chinese papers, printed in Shanghai,
contain long accounts  of alleged Chi-
nese victories at Pekin, Tiem Tkin
and Lung Chao, and the shops in the
native quarters display for sale pictures
of the Celestial army driving European
soldiers into the sea at Taku, and . cut-
ting them to pieces at Tien Tsin. They
also show pictures of foreign admirals
being tortured in the presence of vice-
roys. Vice-Admiral Seymour is represent-
ed with his arms pinioned, Kkotowing
befcre the throne. '"The people accept
these reports and pictures as correctly
representing the situation, and consider
the reports of the English press merely
foreign lies. .

The European community continues to

been ordered.

"The Associated Press representative
learns  from. official sources. the facts of
the killing of several American women
missionaries. At the request of the mis-
sion board details are withheld out of
regard for the feelings of relatives of
the murdered - women, but other ‘Ameri-
cans who have long  antagonized - the
policy of sending women to isolated in-
land posts think it important that the
facts should be known. The names of
the victime are withheld. Two of these
women were captured while attempting
to leave the station where they were lo-
cated, were led about the country nak-
ed, outraged and finally killed 'by a me-
thod too revolting to. be described.

'The fourteen English missionaries, in-
cluding six women and four children,
who were murdered at Chu Chau, in
the province of Che Kiang, according to
the story of a Spanish priest who escaped,
were killed with hayforks and ancient
spears by the magistrate’s bodygunard,
and the naked bodies hanged from trees.

These incidents ‘'make a lenieht policy
unpopular in Shanghai, where all” the
vietims have friends.

Placards appeared to-day in all public
places exhorting foreigners to oppose a
compromise with the government, and |
attacking Li Hung Chang, quoting the’
remark to Consul Goodnow credited to
Earl Li that the foreigners in Pekin,
except the ministers, were of no account.

Work of the Empress Dowager.

San Francisco, Sept. 4.—A refugee
from Pekin furnishes in the North China
Daily News, received by the steamer
Doric, an account of events “in Pekin
which show the war of Boxers on for-
eigners  was approved-by -the Empress
Dowager.. The writer -says: “On June
16th the Empress suddenly issuedta de-
cree summoning .all the Manehn; prineces,
dukes, notables. and: high officials:of the
six boards and nine ministers to be pres-
ent at a grand council to:'be held ationce
In the palace. The suspicious part of
this was that when all gathered at: the
palace those who were Manchus “were!
first called by the Empress ‘Dowagey:to;
2 secret audience, while all of :Chinése
descent were left in the. waiting room.
After the Manchus had -ended  their
secret council and had' come back . to.
the waiting room, they were againcall-
ed back, this time with those of Chi-
nese descent, into the Wmpress Dow-
agers council room. When all-had pros-
trated . thentselves before the Emipress
and the Emperor, they waited fos her
to speak, i ;

“She’said: ‘The foreign powers have,
browbeaten iand persecuted us in such
a4 manner that*we casnot endure: this
any longer. We must' therefore com-
bine to fight all foreigners to the last, to

!

nobles and ministers, high and low, are
unanimous in this determination for war
to the knife, and I approve of their
patriotic choice.

‘The writer then goes on to say that
Hsu Ching Chen, Chinese ex-minister to
Russia, Marquis Tsing, late minister to
Great Britain, and other nobles tried to
influence the Empress to reverse her de-
cision or at least to make a distinction
between nations wnot makiag war on
friendly nations. The Empress Dowager
declared that in this war China would
Lave Boxers, who were invulnerable to
bullet and sword, on her side, and could
pot be conquered. The Emperor, who

{had maintained silence, finally implored

the. Empress to reconsider her decision,
b.ut she turned her back on him. Con-
tinuing, the writer says: “Four of the
friendly Chinese . apinisters. . visited
Usxited "States< Minister Conger 'at” the
risk of their lives, explained. the situas
tion to him, and .asked. if an armistice
could not be arranged. The murder of
the German minister opened the eyes of
the Imperial court. They. saw things
were now in. danger of going beyond re-
call. . The most prominent. and active of
the Manechu party presented themselves
at the palace on the .20th of June, the
day after the murder of the German
minister, and got the Empress- Dowager
to issue a decree to Yung Li, as general-
issime of the grand-army of the north,
commanding him to bring.in his army to
Pekin and attack: the legations, -destroy
the_m and then. leaving.

The British were summoned to
surrender on September 2nd, but refused,
and from that time on were subject to
continual cannon and rifle fire. The
burghers twice tried to rush the British
position. Probably the approach of a
relief force saved the little garrison.

Treated as Rebels.

New York, Sept. 5.—The London cor-
| respondent of the Tribune says: ‘‘Lord
{ Roberts’s annexation of the Transvaal
is generally regerded at home and in
South Africa as an indication that the
war is practically over. ‘The Stock Ex-
change take this view. The effect of the
! proclamation will be to cause Transvaal
burghers, now in arms, to be treated as
rebels and forfeit belligerent rights. 1t
is hoped that by this means the hopeless-
ness of resistance will be speedily
brought home to the Boers. But ‘the
. experience of Orange River Colony: is not
| encouraging.”
