DARING DEED OF FOUR
RUSSIAN SOLDIERS.

St, Petersburg, Nov. 21.—Gen. Kouro-
patkin, telegraphing under yesterday’s
date, reports a daring deed accomplished
by four volunteers of a Russian patrol
November 16th.

CONFLICTS BETWEEN
RIVAL NATIONALITIES

Responsible For Barbarities as Out-
rageons as Those With Which
Turks Were Charged.

Tondon, Nov. 22.—The Standard to-

day prints a long letter from Constan-
tinople dealing with =~ the situation in
Macedonia. 'The writer says there has
been a marked chamge in the last six
months. Formerly it was a question of
protecting the Christian population
against violence, but now it has become
one of intervention between various
Christian elements. ‘

Since the policing, of Macedonia has
been taken out of Turkey’s hands, the
correspondent says there have been con-
flicts between rival nationalities. Bul-
gars, Serbs and Greeks, accompaned by
barbarities quite as outrageous as those
with whieh the Turks were formerly re-
proached.

The truth is, aceording to the Stand-
ard’s correspondent, each of these Chris-
tian elements wants independence and
their hatred of each other exceeds their
detestation of the Turks. The Austro-

BOMB OUTRAGE.

House of a Prominent Omaha Lawyer
Wrecked—The Inmates Had
Narrow Escapes.

Omaha, Neb., Nov. 22.—The home of
Elmer E. Thomas, a prominent lawyer
of this city, and attorney for the Civic
Federation, - was wrecked by a bomb
placed on the front porch eanly to-day.
Mr. Thomas and his family were in the
house at the time, and he considers it

FROST AND SNOW.

Sudden, Change of Weather in TUnited
. Kingdom—Number of Small Ves-
sels Wrecked.

London, Nov. 22.—Keen frost and
heavy snow squalls are reported from all
parts of the United Kingdom. A gale
raged all night long over the coasts, driv-
ing vessels to shelter, and seriously dis-
locating the telegraph wires, especially
in the north of England and in Scotland.
Blinding snowstorms are causing deep
drifts, and rendering traffic difficult in the
country districts© and necessitating a
cessation of outdoor work in many of the
provincial towns.

In London little snow has fallen, but a
sharp fall in temperature is accentuating
the distress among the poor which is al-
ready prevalent. The snow is so deep at
Chatsworth that the King.of . Portugal
and others-of the house party there have
been prevented from shooting.

Some small craft have been wrecked.

Up to the present November had been
unusually mild, and the sudden change is
causing much misery. Wintry weather
seems general in Europe, frost being re-
ported so far south as Naples,

In Westmoreland the unusual sight
was seen of trains stuck in snow drifts
and blocking communication on the
Northeastern railway. The race meet-
ing at Warwick had to be postponed, as
the track was deeply covered with snow.

The land lines in Ireland are affected,
causing delay in communication with
America.

The lifeboats are busy, but the most
serious of the wrecks that are reported
is that of the British steamer Indiano,
from River Plate via Maderia, which
was driven ashore on the rocks near
Sunderland. The life-savers took off the
crew. A few fatalities have occurred
as the result of wrecks of small craft.

London, Nov. 21.—-Lord Strathcona
presided at a farewell banquet te-night
to Earl Grey on tlie eve of the latter’s
departure to assume the Governor-Gener-
alship of Canada. There were 200 guests,
including the Archbishop of Canterbury,
Earl of Aberdeen, Mr. Brodrick, secre-
tary of India, and a number of ‘other
prominent gentlemen. I.ord Stratheona
proposed the toast, ‘“The Dominion of
Canada and Governor-General-elect.”

Earl Grey, in responding, paid a trib-
ute to the great loyalty of the Cana-
dians, and said he looked forward with
the greatest zest to five years’ residence
in Canada, whose popuiation, he said,
there was every reason to expect, in the
lifetime of our sons, and, perhaps, even
some of these here to-night would equal
that of the United Kingdom,
