VALUABLE DISCOVERIES MADE
CONCERNING BIBLE INCIDENTS

Explorers Gather [Information
About the Wooing of
Rebecca and the Death of
Samson----Homes of the
Gave-dwellers Unearthed.

CAIRO, July 14.—Reports Treceived
here of the work of the Palestine Ex-
ploration Fund show that R. A.
Stewart Macalister, director of excava-
tions, is accomplishing wonders  with
the limited means at his command.
Perhaps the most remarkable dis-
coveries have to do with Rebeca’s woo-
ing and Samson’s death.

The site of the ancient and buried
city of Gezer, where most of the re-
searches have been made, was first
identified only 36 years back, but its
excavation is the.most recent enter-
prise, begun in 1902.

The excavations have added 1,500
year to the early histary of Geszer, dat-
ing it back to 3,000 B. C., when a di-
minutive cave-dwelling race lived there. |
A landmark in its Biblical history is
that the city was given by the King of
Egypt to his daughter when she mar-
ried Solomon. It stood on the verge
of the territory inhabited by that mys-
terious race the Philistines, and when
David routed them he went in pursuit
as far as Gezer.

Rebecca, who went to draw water
from a well, was picked out from
other maidens by the servant of Abra-
ham, who was in quest of a wife for
his master's son. The unearthing of
houses at Gezer helps experts to fill ;
in the story of the wooing of Rebecca
by reconstructing the home of the
maiden and her interesting brother
Laban.

The death of Samson has been rank-
ed as a myth by critics who could not
accept the possibility ef his supposed
achievement in pulling down the pil-
lars and Kkilling so many Philistines.
But in a stratum at Gezer, some, 300
years older than the time of Samson,
the excavators have found a form of
building ‘which answers to a remark-
able extent the conditions of the story.
It is a temple with a portico supported
by four wooden pillars.

The discoveries at Gezer also enable
experts to form a fair conception of
the Horites, a hitherto unknown race
of cave-dwellers referred to in Genesis
and Deuteronomy. The Amorites, who
are mentioned for their ‘“iniquities’” in
Genesis, now stand in clearer light, for
their many forms of idolatry and
moral abominations are better under-
stood by the digging out of the “High
Place” of Gezer, which is the largest
early Palestinlan sanctuary or place
of worship yet unearthed,

MIRAGULOUS ESCAPE

Mrs. Norris was
carrying the baby, and' when she saw
that she could not reach the end of
the trestle in time to escape she placed
the child between two tires and the
next instant was thrown to the ground
below by the engine.

Witness saw Williams go in the direc-
tion of the wharf where the deals were
about 3 o’clock that morning. This
closed the case for the prosecution.

Mr. McKeown called Harry Wolfe
the prisoner to testify for the defence.
He said that he met Connell at Sayre's
rond about 3.30 o’clock. Both were in
a boat, They went for a row and when
at the Long Wharf some men on a
scow asked them to get some water.
That evening they were rowing again
and about 8.30 Friers, on a scow load
of deals at Long Wharf, asked Connell
to work for him while he. went on
board the steamer. When Friers re-
turned Connell got in the boat again.
Duffy, a ship laborer, threw a deal
into the water for them. “The boat we
had was owned by the firm
of Sayre and Holly. Duffy and Friers
threw a lot of deals over the
side of the scow and I and Connell
picked them up. The deals were float-
ing all about the slip. We made three
or four trips with deals to the float-
ing stage at the Maritime Rolling Mill
wharf. Duffy threw over eight or nine
deals. About one o’clock we tied the
boat to a ladder on the Long wharf and
went for a lunch to a Main street
restaurant.

“On their return the boat was gone.
They asked a man where they could
get a boat, and he told them they could
have the loan of a dory tied to a
schooner.. The man was near. the
schooner at the time and witness
thought he had charge of- the boat.
They got oars on the deck of the vessel
and took the dory to search for the
Holly boat. When they landed at the
maritime wharf they were arrested.
The Holly boat has since been found,
for Connell has recovered a coat that
he left in the boat.”

To the magistrate the boy said he
was eleven years of age. He left school
beacuse the teacher wished to beat him
with a leg of a chair and he did not go
to Sunday school.

NEW YORK, July 13.—Harry K.
Thaw, in the Tombs for the murder of
Stanford White, is reported to be
without funds and it is stated that
the elaborate plans which have been
made for his defense cannot be put in
execution until the prisoner’'s mother
arrives from Europe and approves the
necessary expenditures. Harry Thaw's
income under his father’'s will is but
$2,500 a year, and all that he has spent
above this amount has come from his
mother's purse. It is said Mrs. Thaw
has allowed her son as high as $80,000
a year, none of which he has available
now in the hour of his need. What
money the young man has had since he
has been in jail has been supplied per-
sonally by his counsel, pending the ar-

er has been lavish in his tips since he
was confined, and the Tombs caterer
has orders to supply him with every-
thing he wishes. ‘Upon a physician’'s
order Thaw is allowed champagne
with hig dinner. ;

In prosecuting his inquiry into the
past life of Thaw, Assistant District
Attorney Garvain had an interview to-
day with Joseph A. Shca, a lawyer of
309 Broadway, and obtuined papers in
a case in which Shea is counsel for a
Miss Kthel Thuomas, who has several
suits pending against the prisoner. The
suits grew out of alleged former rela-
tions existing between Thaw and Miss
Thomas. One specific charge is that
of assault, for which the plaintiff asks
$20,000. While the suits have . been
pending some time, it is said, the sub-
ject matter is of such a character that
it has never been published. .

With reference to Miss Thomas’ suits
it \is reported that District . Attorney
Jerome was approached in 1902, when
Miss Thomas contemplated bringing
criminal action against Thaw, and af-
ter listening to the story said:

“You cannot try this fellow crimin-
ally because he is crazy.”

Questioned about the matter tonight,
Mr. Jerome said he did not recall ever
having made such an assertion.

For the next few days there will be
a lull in the prosecution of the Thaw
inquiry, as District Attorney Jerome,
accompanied by Assistants Garvan and
Vandiver, leaves tomorrow ‘for a short
trip to the south.

It was reported today that Thaw's
counsel have dceided to abandon the
insanity plea, although no verification
of the statement could be obtained.
It was said that this was the ‘“good
news” Mrs. Evelyn. Nesbit Thaw took
to her husband in the Tombs yester-
day. Thaw is reported to have said
that he preferred death in the elctric
chair to life in an insane asylum. He
prefers to have his acts judged as
those of a sane man and is confident
that he will not be convicted.

Thence he proceeded to his
house where he spent part of the af-
ternoon, coming down town in time
to take out his train for Elroy, Wis.,
where he committed suicide, after be-
ing arrested.

SAILORS ARE SCARGE AND
