WASHINGTON, Dec. 3.—The fifty-
ninth congress began its last session
at noon today. It took the senate fif-
teen minutes to arrange its prelimin-
aries and the house of representatives
an hour. The senate received from
Prsident Roosevelt a long list of ap-
pointments for comnfirmation, and in an
executive session of nineteen minutes,
decided that as the nominations had
been received before the body had been
organized formally, to make no con-
firmations until the president’s annual
message had been received and the ses=
sion fairly started.

Senators Penrose, of Pennsylvania,
and Foraker of Ohio, came forward
with resolutions of inquiry regarding
the discharge of the negro troops of the
25th infantry. Ome was addressed to
President Roosevelt and the other to
the secretary of war. After the ripple
of surprise had passed, and Vice-Presi-
dent Fairbanks had suggested that it
was unusual to transact any business
until the president’s message had been *
received, the resolutions went over by
unanimous consent. Senator Dupont,
of Delaware, took the oath of office. |

The opening of the two houses was
witnessed by an animated throng which
filled the galleries to their capacity.

The routine work of the house
incident to the opening day was quickly
dispatched, the roll call showing nearly
three hundred members present.

Representative Bourke Cochran, of
New York, who recently married Miss
Ide, was the subject of hearty laughter
when his persoral request that he be
permitted to absent himself for an in-
definite period on account of business,
was laid before the house by tha
speaker,

After the appoinitment of the usual
committee to wait upon the president
and inform him that the house was or-
ganized and ready to receive any com-

' munication he might desire to make,
lthe house adjourned out of respect to

the memory of the deceased members.

President Roosevelt’s messaze will be
received in both house an¢ senate to-
morrow. .

No bills were intrduced In the senate.
In the house there were thirty-eight
public - measures and 350 of a private
character. ;
