I canmot help
‘thinking that the verdict of history
will be different to the verdict of to-
day, and that some of thosé that are
first mow will then have become last.
But of one thing I am ecertain—that
‘never have men left this or any eam-
paign with a deeper or truer admira-
tion and respect for their leaders than
the men of Lord Strathcona’s Horse—
men from the cold of Dawson and
Klondike, from the woods and water
of British Columbia, and from the
rrairie plains of the west—had for
their general and his brigadier, Lord
Dundonald. \
