dinary success has attended the prose­
cution of the whale fishery around this 
coast since thè systematic pursuit of 
the several species of whales which 
are found in immense numbers in our 
waters was resolved upon six years 
ago. The fishery is now carried on by 
smalt steamers, and the lethal weapon 
Is a harpoon-heeded explosive bomb, 
fired from a small cannon fixed on the 
steamer’s bow, and shattering the 
whale's Internal organs through the 
Impact exploding the bomb. The whale 
is tewed to land, where factories are 
established, which convert the fat Into 
oil, the meat, skeleton and refuse Into 
guano, and the “baleen,” or famous 
whalebone, into a marketable commod-
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To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir—Permit me to add a few words 
to my first letter.

It ts the aim of the Milltown official» 
to give all possible dUpsttch to trails 
and cars passing through, but they 
have a duty to perform, and they get 
in their work in a gentlemanly way, 
and they don't feel obliged to ask the 
correspondent of the Bangor Commer­
cial how to do it.

X VPROGRESS OF THE INDUSTRY. _
With respect to the rapid progress of 

this industry on the Newfoundland 
coast, it is worth noting that ten years 
ago a Newfoundland ^Sherman did not 
know what whalebone 
Value. About that time an ocean liner 
was wrecked near Cape Race, and the 
boast folk, in removing her cargo, 
burned whalebone worth £3,000 a ton 
ifa order to save leather worth 
Ung a pound. It was the same way 
with 'the fat. If a whale drifted ashore 
dead it was allowed to putrefy, though 
now everybody is anxious to engage in 
the industry, even it it involves paying 
a tax of £300 a year for each ship, 
which is the fee exacted, the business 
still paying the largest dividend of any 
to the island.

Whalebone is still applied to a var­
iety of purposes, being used in the 
manufacture of whips, buttons, har­
ness, corsets, and dreds materials. The 
fine bone go to make artificial feathers. 
The oil is used in making soaps, and 
for softening Jute.

Sir,—I ask for enough of your valu­
able space to reply concisely to the 
news article In the Sun issue of the 
14th, “A Blow at Calais Trade,” writ­

He served' a life sentence in 
penal servitude, and in* accordance 
with English custom was released at 
the end of twenty years, in the winter 
at 1889-90.

was nor its No seiz-ity.
During last year over 400 whales 

were killed, the product of which real­
ized $125,000. This season the total kill 
is expected to reach 600, and the value 
to approach $250,000, because last year 
the carcasses had to be abandoned 
after having been stripped of their fat, 
as the guano-houses were not ready 
for work, whereas now they are In 
full operation. This surprising success 
has been achieved by four small steam­
ers, serving six factories situated in 
different sections of the coaet, so that 
when ice blockades one locality they 
can fish from another. The whales are 
reported to be incredibly abundant.

The Grand Banks of Newfoundland 
are a favorite feeding place for whales, 
as they are for cod, halibut, haddock 
and other edible fishes, and for the hair 
s^ila, which, like the whales, are mam­
mals and not fish. These banks are 
already famous the world over for 
their fisheries upon which the pros­
perity of Newfoundland primarily de­
pends, and this whale burning prom­
ises to be an Important auxiliary such 
as the seal fishery is already, the 
value of the products of which am­
ounts to almost a million dollars an­
nually.

The most prized of all these crea­
tures was the “right” whale, because 
of the unusual length of its baleen as 
compared with that of the lesesr spe­
cies, and the northern whale fishery, 
from both hemispheres, was at one 
time largely prosecuted and highly re­
munerative. Early in the last century 
the Britsh whaling fleet comprised 150 
ships, half of which were furnished by 
London, several English and Scotch 
ports supplying the remainder. Today 
only half a dozen steamers out of Dun­
dee and Peterhead survive to attest 
the fact that this industry was ever 
pursued from the British Isles. In 
1856, before the Civil War paralyzed 
American maritime enterprise, there 
were ne fewer that 736 ships of all rigs 
employed In the American whale fish­
ery, while now the entire fleet on both 
the Atlantic and Pacifie seaboards Is 
only 43 ships. Including both the sperm 
and baleen hunters. Right whales 
have become so scarce in the Arctics 
that ten years ago four Scotch whal­
ers were dispatched to the Antarctica 
to determine if they were to be found 
there, Sir James Ross having reported 
them as abounding ia those waters. A 
Norwegian whaler was also sent on a 
similar quest, but it proved fruitless, 
for all five ships, though they encoun­
tered many finbacks and others of the 
“small-bone’’ varieties.

HUNTING THE RIGHT WHALES.
The hunting of these could not be 

profitably engaged in by ships under 
the old conditions, for It was the “bal­
een,” primarily, which made the right 
whale so valuable, the fat being a 
secondary consideration, while in the 
case of the sperm whales the products 
were all so much more costly that this 
venture Invariably paid. The Norwe­
gians, however, after depleting the 
East Greenland waters, and failing to 
find any right whales in the Antarctic 
Ocean, devised the method of hunting 
the nomad whales in the seas around 
their own coast, operating with steam­
ers from the shore, and converting to 
use the entire animal. The old-time 
practice of “flensing” the whale at sea 
and “trying-out” the fat in boilers on 
the ship’s decks was an extremely 
wasteful one, as the whole 
was abandoned, and much of the fat 
adhered to and had to let go with

By the modem method, which New­
foundland has adopted from Norway, 
and consideraby improved upon, every 
portion of the animal is put to use. 
When the whale Is towed in, heavy 
logging chains are attached to its tail, 
and,it is dragged by steam power up 
a slanting wharf, no machinery being 
able to lift it bodily. Then the fat Is 
stripped off, cut in chunks, fed to a 
mincer, which reduces it to particles, 
thence emptied into a tank, and ulti­
mately the refuse passes to the guano- 
house. The meat contains a percent­
age of oil also, which is “expressed” 
in the same manner, and the residue 
adds to the stock of guano. The bones 
comprising the structural parts are 
chopped up, ground to powder, and 
mixed with the meat for fertilizing. 
The baleen Is cleansed and the fins 
are cut off, being of similar material, 
and utilized for much the same pur­
poses. To such perfection has the 
business been brought ift Newfound­
land that a factory can dispose of four 
whales every day.

Nor must it be supposed that these 
whales are small, or not to be com­
pared with the right or sperm whales. 
On the contrary, they are the very 
largest class of whales, and, moreover, 
are the very greatest creatures in bulk 
and power that ever existed, either on 
land or sea. Of the several species 
which abound in our waters, and have 
fallen before the weapons of our whale­
men, the chief is the blue-back or sul­
phur-bottom. This whale (Bedaenop- 
tera Sibbaldl) owes both its popular 
names to its coloration. The Norwe­
gians call it the first from its general 
bluish-gray back and sides, while the 
Americans dub It the latter owing to 
the yellowish tint of its under body. 
This animal outranks every other crea­
ture, afloat or ashore, in its vast bulk. 
An elephant ,is but a pigmy beside it. 
The largesftpecimen yet got in our 
waters measured 94 feet long by 391-2 
in girth', and yielded 111 1-2 barrels of 
oil. Its total weight was estimated 
to be over 100 tons. Several others 
over 90 feet have been taken, and they 
are commonly got from 70 to 90 feet, 
as at certain periods they are the 
most plentiful of all the species that 
visit our waters.

ENGLISH PRISON LIFE. a shll- was She ac- iIt was a horrible life, and any break 
upon its monotony would naturally 
leave a deep impression, so that I am 
able to repeat, in almost the words Mc­
Donald told me, the story of the di<*- 
covery of the forgeries in London, his 
flight nad capture. There were a num­
ber of men on the row, and they had 
been fitted in closer to one another to 
make room, bringing me within easy 
hearing of “Mac’s” voice. He spoke 
without looking toward me and with 
scarcely any movement of the lips, 
while his listener heard, with his head 
averted and with his hands as busy 
as they could be at his task. This was 
the story of the discovety:

“I kept a small account for current 
personal expenses at Bowles Brothers’,, 
No. 444 Strand. We had cleaned up 
with the Westminster branch of the 
Bank of England and had thirty-seven 
clear days before our first paper would 
be presented at Rothschilds’ and the 
discovery fully made. We had planned 
to scatter. Ogle going to Asia, the Bid- 
wells to America and myself to the 
Continent. But for the present we let 
It be known that we were off for the 
States, having finished our railroad 
contracts in North Britain. So I went 
down to Bowles’ to draw out my bal­
ance, and, as was my dally custom, to 
have a midday drink with him. Robert 
Bowles put on his hat and we started 
for the Golden Cross hotel bar.

“As we passed out of the bank some 
one whispered a word to Bowles, who 
turned abruptly and gave an order In 
a low tone to the cashier. As he re­
joined me he said, ‘Excuse me, Mac, 
I have Just heard that there are big 
forgeries on the Bank of England; I 
wanted to know if we had any dan­
gerous paper.’ I knew that this news 
concerned us, but was at a loss to un­
derstand how we had been discovered; 
but I had no doubt that it was time 
for us to go, and go at once. Pre­
tending to see a friend across the 
Strand, I plunged into Craven street 
and picked up a cab, which took me 
eight miles to Willesden Junction; 
there I got the Northwestern express 
for Liverpool. The Bidwells were 
there at the Washington hotel, and I 
broke in upon them with my news at 
five that afternoon. In twenty minutes 
we were out of the house and on our 
way to Birkenhead, where we took the 
Great Western Railway and made our 
way to Weymouth, and thence by boat 
to St. Heller’s, in Jersey, and by fish­
ing smack to Cherbourg. France.

“The Hamburg-American line steam­
er Gellert was in the harbor and on 
the point of sailing for New York, and 
we boarded her. We were arrested at 
Sandy Hook by Irving, Heidelberg and 
Dusenbury of the Central office. They 
took charge of us and the money, and 
we have had neither control of our­
selves nor it since. I didn’t learn how 
the discovery was made until we were 
put on trial; then It developed that we 
had neglected to date the acceptance 
of our last forged bill of exchange. It 
was for £32,000 and drawn from Amoy, 
China, at six months. It had been 
placed to my credit at the Westmin­
ster branch of the Bank of England, 
and I had drawn it out oh the same 
day I deposited It, closing my account 
and taking lunch with the manager of 
the bank.

The of­
ficer again took his seat beside her and 
accompanied her as far as the customs 
house, and the lady went direct into 
Uncle Sam’s dominions, where she 
was safe from the Canadian customs 
officers, covered by the widely reach­
ing wings of the great American eagle. 
In a short time she returned, having 
left her goods with a friend on thS 
American side and walked by the cus­
tom house in state. In aftertime re­
lating to a friend her experience said 
her only regret was the extra car fare 
she had to pay to get clear of the ma­
jor. More anon.

• The Norwegians use whale meat 
themselves frequently, and also feed 
their cattle on it in winter when other 
food is scarce, grinding it up and 
mixing it with mashes and bran. In 
Newfoundland, though, the people have 
not yet taken to It as a human diet, 
though they feed their dogs on it. At 
the same time there is no doubt that it 
is both wholesome and nourishing! and 
choice pieces are occasionally cooked 
at the factories for the delectation of 
visitors. The writer can testify from 
actual knowledge that a steak cut 
from a young whale and properly cook­
ed is not unlike tender beef, and there 
is many a man in this island, and in 
London, too, for that matter, who 
would be thankful if he could sit down 
to a platter of whale meat and feast 
to his heart’s content.

The industry here has been develop­
ed almost entirely by local enterprise 
and capital, and promises to increase 
largely during the next few years. 
This râises the question whether these 
gigantic creatures will not soon be de­
pleted, as have been the sperm and 
right whales. But the opinion of those 
interested Is that the business is good 
for fifty years at least, at Its present 
rate of prosecution. The products are 
exported chiefly to the British market, 
and prices have been excellent, so that 
the venture yields an annual dividend 
of 30 to 60 per-cent.

Under these rigid conditions McDon­
ald was a model prisoner, but before 
he was made a subject of this special 
restraint he raised more Cain in the 
eenvlct establishment than all of the 
Irish prisoners put together, O’Dono­
van Rossa alone excepted. For the 
first ten years of his time McDonald 
sedulously planned his escape. He had 
some money available, or friends to 
supply it, and no sooner was he left 
alone with a prison guard than be set 
to work to corrupt him.
•tances he was successful, and once 
the arrangements for his escape had 
progressed so far that a set of light 
scaling ladders was brought under the 
walls of the convict prison in Ports­
mouth, and a set of files and steel 
screws had been bidden In a flower 
bed, whence, under favorable circum­
stances, an accomplice could have 
passed them to McDonald. Unfortun­
ately for the success of this project 
the tools were found, together with a 
mote giving Instructions of the move­
ments which should be made by Mc­
Donald when he was free.

In It he was told to go to the George 
hotel. In High street, and ask for the 
room reserved for him under a given 
name. With this cue the officials of 
the prison wor able tô trace the con­
spiracy. Strange to say, the man who 
took such a peculiar method to com­
municate with a prisoner was himself 
a prison warder, by name McPherson, 
who at the time had charge of the sep­
arate cells.

Well Kuown Lumberman and Con­
tractor Comes to End of Long Life. ;

MONCTON, N. B., Dec. 16.—Aaron 
Wilson, who has been In failing health 
for the past two or three years, died 
last night, In the 78th year of his age. 
Mr. Wilson was well known in the 
counties of Westmorland and Albert, 
and was highly respected by all who 
knew him. He was bom in Albert 
county, and carried on a lumber busi­
ness at Little River for some time. 
Later he was engaged Jn the lumber 
business at Berry’s Mills.

The spruce situation still continues 
the dominant factor in the market for 
lumber. Most of the saw mills are 
shut down on account of the scarcity 
of water or of logs. In some cases the 
logs have been frozen in, and though 
there are plenty of logs in sight of the 
mills, it is impossible to run until the 
ice is strong enough to bear and logs 
can be hauled in on the snow. Spruce 
frames for prompt delivery are still 
selling above the price list, and the 
scarcity is becoming acute. Yards are 
carrying small stocks, and it looks as 
if the usual dull season will pass 
without any fall in prices. New York 
reports a scarcity of spruce. A good 
demand for pine is noted, notwith­
standing the recent sharp advance.

As compared with previous years 
this season’s crop shows a falling off 
in total production of 57,475,824 bush­
els, by far the largest portion of which 
is made up by wheat and flax.

While the yield is short of that of a 
year ago, the figures show that Mani­
toba has had, everything considered, a 
fairly good year. The western farmer 
has received a price practically 10 
cents a bushel more than a year ago, 
Indicating that the season can fairly 
be reckoned as a satisfactory one for 
the province.
