Mr. Gerouard’s youngest eon on the 
payroll for the amount of $28.87, which 
they believed was still owing to the 
father. If they had written to the de­
partment at Fredericton the error 
could have been easily rectified, but 
they had acted ln the best of faith, 
thinking that this amount was still due 
to Gerouard. Now the opposition were 
going about the country crying “graft­
er" and “boodler" against this admin­
istration because of the $28.87 which 
Mr. Gerouard. a Liberal, received.
Gerouard didn't say a word about the 
$28.87 at that time because he was 
fishery warden under the government.
He kept the amount until May. 1912.
When he was dismissed as fishery 
warden he sought out Organizer Venlot 
and told him about the transaction, 
hoping that it would injure the gov­
ernment candidates in the election of 
that year.

Matter of Other Bridges In Kent 
County.

Hon. Dr. Landry then made a com. 
prehen si ve explanation of the charges 
in connection with other bridges ln 
Kent County. The Little Buctouche 
bridge was built during 1910 and 1911.
Autanthyne Boudreau was appointed 
foreman on this 'bridge on the recom­
mendation of Col. Sheridan. It was 
necessary before tearing this bridge 
down to build a temporary or float­
ing structure on the upper side of the 
bridge, so that the traffic would not 
he interrupted on this public thorough­
fare, this road being the main road 
between Shediac and Chatham. This 
floating bridge was constructed with 
the logs, which were available in the 
vicinity and those taken from the 
bridge as it was torn down, and it was 
strong enough to accommodate light 
traffic, such as pedestrian and light 
teams. But either the second or third 
day a heavy automobile came along, 
and after getting on the bridge, it 
looked as if it might go down into the 
channel as the bridge was too light 
for its weight. The foreman, seeing 
that this bridge was not strong enough 
for the heavy traffic, consulted with 
Col. Sheridan as to where he might 
get more lumber to put in this floating 
bridge, and it was decided that the 
foreman would get the old logs out 
of the Sheridan Pond brfdge, which 
had been rebuilt a couple of years pre­
vious, and the piers of the old struc­
ture were still standing alongside of 
the new bridge. The foreman, having 
no men to spare, being anxious to do 
as much work as quickly as possible 
before the cold weather set ln, askêd 
Colonel Sheridan to go up. hire peo­
ple from around McKee'e mills for the
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taking them to the head of -the river 
and rafting them down the six miles 
to the site of the Little Buctouche 
River bridge. Colonel Sheridan, how. 
ever, objected ae he was under the 
Impression that as representative of 
the people of Kent in the legislature he 
made himself liable to a fine of $100 
for each day that he would sit in the 
House, should he work and be paid 
money from the public treasury for 
any purpose other than his legislative 
duties. But Mr. Boudreau, being very 
anxious that hie bridge shofild be
strengthened and having no one to get k Gloucester Co. “Chargea.” 
the lumber, told Colonel Sheridan that 
he would see him paid, if he would do 
that work for him. The colonel went 
up and in five days had the raft of 
logs down. The logs were put under 
the floating bridge and made it strong 
enough to accommodate all the traffic 
which had to pass over. When the 
bills were made out for the month dur­
ing which Colonel Sheridan worked 
for these five daya, the foreman put in 
the work done by Sheridan as having 
been done -by one Fabien Savoie who 
actually had not worked on the bridge j-during the ohl government's long per 
at all. The cheque for $17.60 came in 
the usual way, was endorsed and the 
money paid over to Colonel Sheridan.
Not wishing to say that such was the 
proper way to get the colonel paid 
for the work that he had done he (Lan­
dry) wished to make the point that 
there was no graft or dishonesty con­
nected with that transaction.

As there was also an amount of $40 
about which a great dead had been 
said, he wished to explain that matter 
and to show that it was perfectly all 
right so far as the expenditure was 
concerned. And it came up in this 
way. It was necessary to have lan­
terns at the ends of this floating bridge 
so that travellers at night could see 
where to take and where to leave the 
bridge. Autanthyne Boudreau took his 
own lanterns, furnished his own para- 
fine and had the lanterns kept lighted 
during a period of five months. Some
