The city council shortly afterwards
raised the ferry tolls from ome cent to
twio cents. ! : !

The terms of the union also stated all
interests were to be united and all bur-
‘dens equally borne. and all benefits equally
shdared. JInstead of this being the case,
the people of Catleton had been com-
pelled to pay more taxes and put up with
8 ferry service which was entirely inade-
quate to meet the demands of the increas-
ed traffic. Fourteen years was long en-
ough to allow the city council to consder
the metter. It was itime to act and de-
mand that the council build a bridge with-
out unnecessary delay. tion by
which connection with the east side could
be had day and night was most urgently
necded, and & bridge was the only sure
and reliabla method. The city council
must be impressed with the fact that the
people of Carleton were very much in
earnest jn regard to this matter.
Resolution Presented.

Queries from the Audience.

Mr. Fullerton, in the audience, askad
what methods were to be pursued to ac-
complish this result, and how the money
for a bridge was to be raised. In his ex-
perience, for every dollar received from
the city council, Carleton had returned
two. Even Rodney wharf had been built
too marrow.

John Lyons aleo asked for explanations
as to bow momey for a bridge was to be

i only when either the C. P. R. or
I. C. R. could
into a_ co-partnership with the city in
building it and pay their share of the
cost. The kind of bridge needed at pres-
ent was one which would be large enough
for a double traek railway eystem, also a
track for the street railway and general
highway and passenger traffic. The C. P.
R. authorities. had been interviewed and
comresponded with, and estimates of the
cost' .of such a bridge bhad been secured
from the C. P. R.; but whil¢ the railway
companies . were anxious to eee such a
bridge and would mo doubt be glal to
utilize it whep completed, but were mot
inclined to contribute anything at present
toward building it. Alderman Baxter said
a bridge to megt the requirements of the
present day, such as he had described,
would cost, complete with approaches, in
the wvicinity of $700,000 or $800,000. He
claimed that the city was not in a posi-
tion to build such a bridge at present.

Possibility of All Night Ferry Service.

The city’s assets amounted to about
$13,000,000 and its liabilities 25 per cent.
of this amount. To exceed this was to get
on dangerous ground. He advocated wait-
ing until the railway companies were ready
or the increasing demands of traffic forced
them to contribute toward the funds for
a bridge. In the meantime the ferry ser-
vice would be improved, he was anxious
to see a mew boat built, but the present
board of works had too much to attend
to and that was the reason the ferry ser-
vice had been so long meglected. If vhe
council would appoint a ferry board there
wmxldbemoreaﬂ;wntpnpa.idtothefm
and a better service would wesult. He
would adevocate securing ‘& emall boat
similar to the E. Ross, now being used
from Indiantown to Pleasant Point, for an
all might service. A large boat would be
too expensive for night eervice. It was
quite possible that such e boat would be
purchased in the mnear future.

Ald. Allan for a Bridge.

Alderman Allan did mot agree with Al-
derman Baxter. He was in favor of build-
mg a bridge at once, and felt sure that if
a general traffic and passenger bridge be
built, wide enough for double ‘tracke for
the street railway, costing-$300,000, suth
cient revenue would be derived to pay
the interest, which at five per cent. would
be $15,000. The street railway memager
had said they would be willing to use the
bridge and pay a ‘toll for each passenger
crossing in the cars. Mr. Allan said that
during April 160,000 people had used the
ferry, and it was quite reasonable to sup-
pose that 50,000 people & month would
cross the bridge on the cars. If the toll
was one cent, that would mean: $500 per
month or $6,000 per year towards paying
off the $15,000 interest. The extension of
the street mailway system to Fairville and
down through ILancaster . and Carleton
would surely result in 100,000 pasengers
a month crossing the bridge in the cars,
which would mean a revenue derived from
the street railway company of $12,000 per
year. He believed in letting the rai
companies build a bridge for themselves
when they meeded one.

Aldman Macrae, T. Donovan, Joha
Lyons and Andrew Buist, also made short
addresses. The resolution proposed by
Rev. Mr. Sampson was put to the vote
and carried unanimously.

A committee composed of G. 8. Mays,
W. D. Baskin, James (Carleton, Capt.
Kenneally and Rev. W. H. Sampson, was
appointed with power to add three mem-
bers from the city proper to present the
resolution before the city council and
formulate plans for the construction of a
bridge.
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STORY GROWS N
HORROR HOW.

Fiendish Cruelty at Kishinef
Unmatched in History —
Officials Show Mob Where
to Slay and Burn—5,000
Soldiers Look On.

St. Petersburg, May 17—Lieut General
Vonreaben, governor of Bessarabia (the
empdtaldfrwhiuhisKis‘hinef) has been
summoned fo St. Petersbarg.

A ministerial circular fowbidding the
Jews to defend themselves has been issued.
It is expected that this step will stimulate
Jewish emigration: to America.

Three thousand suits for damages have
been instituted against the state at Kisch-
inef. The damages demanded amoumt {0
$1,500,000. .

Berlin, May 16—Reports received from
Kishinef say that during the three days’
massacre of the Jews 48 persons were Kill-
ed -outright, 80 have since died of their
wounds, and upward of 1,600 were injured.
Nine children were murdered fin & horrible
manner. One child was found with ite
body eplit in two. Most injuries were in-
flioted with pieces of furniture and heavy
sticks. Such was the fury of the crowd
that many of the bodies were unrecogmiz-
able. The Tageblatt publishes a special de-
spatch from Kishinef wihich says:

“On the eveming of the second day
Russian doctors who rwere moved to pity
by the hormible sights drove to a distant
station and sent a telegram to St. Peters:
burg, iqformins the auﬁhmh.el of 'what was
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“The murderers and robbers were well
organized. The attack had evidently been
carefully planned. They worked in groups
of eight and tem.

“The total number of the murderers did

goldiers and 300 police in the city.

fThe military eind police calmly looked
on while the atrocities were being com-
mitted, making mot 'the slightest atbtempt
to stop rthem. They gladly accepted many
a good piece of loot thrown them by the
uffins. -

“In some ‘cases the (barbarous wretches
took their-time over their awful mork.
One band in particular took possession of
the dwelling of & Jew in good circym-
stances and twhich promised to yield valu-
able pulunder and leisurely Ikilled and
robbed. -

“The cutthroats murdered her daughter
of the house and subjected her daughter
to & worse fate. The band then burmed its
attention to the safe in which the owner
had deposited his whole fortune.

“In the meantime the head of ‘the house
was burrying from one police station to
another seeking officials and entreating
vainly for help and protection. The mem-
bers of the gang worked over the safe for
10 hours before they were able to open it,
and during d&ll the time ‘the owmer cou'd
mot find a single officer of the law or of
the military who would give him aid.

“One Jewish manufacturer saved this
property in a very simple manmer. Shortly
after the looting began he celled to a
captain of Oossacks, who was passing, and
presented him with 1,600 roubles (about
§750.) The captain immediately sent 20
Qossacks to guard the manufacturer's
thouse, and his property was untouched, al-
though every other Jewish place of busi-
ness in the mneighborhood was sacked and
the property thait could mot be carried
away was drenched with petrolenm amnd
fired.”

{An appeal issued by the Jewish associa-
tions in Berlin, says:

““The cmelties inflicted on the Jews ot
Kishinef are more awful ‘than those in-
fligted during Ithe middle ages. The crowd,
excited by the lie of ritual murder, fell
wpon the Jews and for two days plunder-
ed, burned and murdered them with im-
punity. iw P

“The attack was carefully prepared be-
foréhand and it was executed ‘on the
Easter festivals with the comnivamce of
the authorities. Widows and orphans are
bewailing their breadwinners, and thous-
ands of families are reduced to beggary.”

A Kishinef mewspaper, that for several
years has been carrying on a persistent
camppaign against the 50,000 Jews that
make up a third of the population, suc-
ceeded in convincing its readers that ‘the
Jews had murdered a young Russian
Christian for the purpose of wusing his
blood for ritmalistic purposes during the
Easter celébration. An eye witness thus
describes what followed:

“On Monday morning, April 20, wihile
passing down Michailow street I met a
crowd of titious youths, led by several
older men. Four o’clock found every Jew-
ish house and shop in the street a com-
plete wreck. The shouts and yells of the
rioters mingled with the shrieks and wails
of their victims. Bodies beaten beyond re-
cognition, children whose limbs yad been
born from them,;women and girs who were
subjected to a dreadful fate before death
came fo their relief—these human victims
were mingled with the broken furniture,
the whole being wovered with ripped-up
feather matresses wihich had been slashed
open in the hunt for money and valuables.

‘“Many Jewish householders endeavored
to escape the attention of the fanatical
murderers by placing crucifixes and other
Christian. emblems in their windows, but
there was always scme ore, frequemtly it
was a [policeman or & soldier, to point out
where the Jews lived, and none on that
street escaped.”

Amnother eye witness says that one plund-
ering, murdering band was made wp of
young men, evidently in good circum-
stances, who were led by officials in uni-
form. i

“This band,” he reports, “worked with
deadly emergy and fiendish cruelty. They
went from house to. fhouse, from store to
store, and wherever they found a Jewish
ffamily they plundered, maimed and killed.

“Children were flung headlong from up-
per story windows, and when one struck
head formost and met instant death, the
murderer was applauded.

““Women, young and olid, were subjected
4o the most frightful indignities that could

public street, in full view of the crowds.

“Some women who offered resistence to
the horrible hrutes were first overcome,
and then their eyes were zouged out. Men
were killed in the most (rightful manner
Many had their brains beaten out, and
others met more horrible deaths.

“J witnessed the persecution of the Jews
in Kieff in 1892, but it was mothing in
comparison with the awiul cruelties per-
petrated here. The deeds I saw weir. 50
thorrible that they never can be printed
in detail, and the outeide world can have

ion that the murderers will not be brought
to justice, or thet at the most they will
receive only a nominal punishment.”

Baltimore Meeting Protests.

Baltimore, Md., May 17.—Three thous-
and people attended an enthusiastic meet-
ing in the Academy of Music this after-
noon in behalf of the victims of the anti-
Jewish outrages in Russia. Several thous-
and dollare were subecribed. The meeting
wae presided over by Dr. Fabian Frankim,
editor of the Baltimore KEvening News.
Among the speakers were ex-Governor
Wm. Pinkney White, ex-+Congressman
John V. T. Findley, Mayor Hayes and
others. Many letters of sympathy were
read. Among the lettenw was one from
Cardinal Gibbons, who said in part:—

“Our sense of justice revolts at the
thought of persecution for religion’s sake,
but when persecution is attended with
murder and pillage the brain reels and
the heart sickens; amd righteous indigna-
tion - is aroused at the enormity of such
a crime. What a biot upon our civiliza-
wiom is this slaughter oi inoffensive men,
wemen and children.”

A geries of resolutions were adopted call-
ing upon the United States to “bring such
influences to bear on the Russian govern-
ment as may tend to bring about a cessa-
tion of these inhumanities,” and wupon
members of congress to protest ‘‘against
the outrages to which the Jews of Rus-
sia are subjected.”

New Haven Mesting Subscribes $1100.

New, Haven, Conn., May 17.~—During tke
course of the day’'s proceedings in the
annual convention of district No. 1, In-
dependent Order of B'nai B'rith, subserip-
tions were called for to aid the Kishinef,
Russia, sufferers and more than $1,100 was
promptly secured among the delegales,
about 140 of whom were present. This
distriet comprises the atates of New York,
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut
and the Dominion of Canada.

Rescued.

Boston, May 17.—The British topsail
schooner Bravo, Captain Kinley, arrived
and anchored in the upper harbor this
evening from Barbados after a 23 daye’
passage With a cargo of molaeses. She has
on board Capt. James McClair and six
ehipwrecked seamen from the i
schooner Herbert Rice, of Weymouth (N.
S.), who were rescued May 3 in lat. 27.09
N., long. 65 W.

The crew eaved all their persomal ef-
fects. ‘The Herbert Rice was on the pas-
sage from Porto Rico to Halifax, became
dismasted and was abandoned after it was
seen that there was mo possibility of sav-
ing her. The vessel was 149 tone register,
and wase built in Weymouth in 1888.

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HGHT YEARS.

Imports and Exports of the
Dominion for Fiscal Year
Will Amount to $400,000,-
000 Against $218,000,000
in 1895,

Ottawa, May 17—(Special)—The returns
of the customs department for the ten
months ending April show an increase- in
the aggregate trade of Candada of nearly
$32,000,000. There was an increase in the
imports of over $18,000,000 and in the ex:
ports of about §14,000,000. The year’s trede
will go over the $400,000,000 mark or about
twice what it was in 1895. .

In 1873 the trade of Canada was $217,
000,000 and 22 years later it was $218,000,-
000 or en increase of $1,000,000.

In the eight years since, Canada’s trade
has about doubled.

year, and the duty collected $3,224,767 as
against $2,679,666 last year. ‘The exports
of Canadian products were $9,437,155 as

CALL ON BRITAIN TO
INTERCEDE FOR PERSECUTED
JEWS IN RUSSIA

St. John, N. B., May 17, 1903.

Whereas, the treatment of Jews in Russia
is and has been for many years past in-
human and contrary to all usages of civiliz-
ed nations and

‘Whereas, of late mob violence and blood-
ghed have been added to the list of cruelties
hitherto practiced, and

Whereas, we, the citizens of a free and
enlightened country cannot view such atro-
oities with indifference, be it

Resolved, that we, the citizens of St. John
(N.B.), and loyal subjects of His Majesty
King Bdward VII., at a public meeting as-
sembled, do hereby condemn such practices
as contrary to the universally® recognized
laws of God and man, and protest against
their repetition in the future; and be it

Further resolved, that the governmemt of
Canada be requested to represent to the
government of Great Britain that it use its
good offices with the government of Russia
to the end that protection be ex-
tended to the Jewish inhabitants of that
country; and that such gtrocious crimes as
have been perpetrated recently in the city
of Kishinef shail not be allowed to repeat
themselves; and be it

Further resolved, that a copy of these res-
olutions be forwarded to the prime minister
of Great Britain.

The meeting held Sunday aftermoon
at York Theatre on behalf of Jewish suf-
ferers from Russian mob violénce was an
example of generosity toward a worthy

cause.

The g)e'nalty is 3200
Mr. Chariton’s bill to amend the alien
act to admit the importation of skilled
labor was opposed by Hon. Mr. Mulock,
and a motion of Mr. Logan to adjourn the
debate was carried.

The speaker ruled Mr. Bickerdike’s cig-
arette bill out of order. It should have
been introduced by way of a resolution.
Mr. Bickerdike will therefore have to
give motice of a resolution before the bill
can be introduced.

Hon. Chamies Fitzpatrick will introduce
a bill to amenid the act respecting the de-
partment of public printing and stationexry.
In 1893 parliament authorized the print-
ing of the Intercolonial and P. E. Island
ra.ilway to be done in the maritime prov-
inces, as it was found more convenient
than sending to Ottawa. A provision was
inserted that the cost was not to exceed
what would be charged at the bureau at
Ottawa. 7The king’s printer always certi-
fies the bills for printing as being ‘fair
and reasonable.”” Recently - the auditor-
general decided that the king’s printer
must certify as the act requires, but this
he was unable to do- A proposed change
in the law will authorize the hills to be
paid for “at a cost not exceeding custom-
ary and fair commercial rates for similar
work or supplies in similar quantities.”

The second amendment to the act con-
firms an order-in-council approved on No-
vember 27, 1893, establishing a standard
for the rates of wages to be paid at the
bureau. The standard is to be the rate of
wages paid in Montreal and Toronto.

Mr. Puttee’s bill to amend the concilia-
tion act was considered in committee.

Mr. Brock asked why the bill should
grant recognition to international organ-
izations which had their headquarters in
the United States.

Mr. Puttee said that it would be absurl
to think that the bill affected anything
but Canadian wunione. It was eimply a
bill to conciliate employes and trades
unions. The Canadian Manufacturing As-
sociation had sent across the line for men
to assist them in their campaign in Can-
ada. He was willing to withdraw the
words “national” and “intermatiomal”
leave simply the words ‘“Any trades
unions.”

E. F. Glarke supported the bill.

Mr. Charlton moved an amendment that
persons who are mot members of trades
unione or a labor association shall not be
discriminated against.

Mr. Logan said that he was in favor of
making labor organizations Canadian. He
was in favor of making everything Cana-
dian. It would be better for labor organ-
izations in Canada if they were officered

by Canadians, but so long as members |-

like Mr. Brock talked as they did, Camna:
dian labor unions wouldn’t be bulldozed
into doing that which they did mot mow
look upon with favor. Tt was like hold-
ing out the red flag to the bull.

In his (Logan’s) opinion the labor ques-
tion was greater than that of tariffs or
public worke. No one had any night to
call the officers of unions agitators. No
foreign officer could act until a ballot of
the union was faken.

Mr. Puttee accepted the amendment of
Mr. Charlton and also struck out the
words international and mnational and con-
fined it to any trades unions-

Sir Wm. Mulock endorsed the bill,
which passed the committee.

An Interesting Action Before Judge
McLeod Monday—A Case About
a Boiler and a Note.

The case of Bemjamin H. Dean, execu-
tor.of Sarah Howe, vs. Elizabeth J-
Dean, was before Judge McLeod Monday
in ‘supreme court chambers. The
hearing  wa® continued of the
summons calling on the  plantift
to show cause why the . judgment
should not be set aside on ithe ground that
it was improperly obtained, the defendant
never having been indebred io the plain-
tiff, and also to set aside the execution
on the ground that ancillary probate o&
‘the testatrix’s will had mot been gr.antﬂl
in this province, the testatrix being a
resident of Nova Scotia when she died.

The defendant alleged that she had no

she had not authorized him to act for her;

She
swore that fhe summons was served om
her by a clerk in W. Watson Allen’s of-
fice, and that she mever knew the mean-
ing of the proceedings until she was told
that her property was in danger of being
taken from her.

The plaitiff, B. H. Dean. and W. Wat-
son Allen, made affidavits. one stating
that Mrs. Dean knew of the comduct- of
the business, and the other that she was
aware of ‘the suit be'ng commenced.

Judge Mcleod referred the matter to
the full court at Fredericton in Trinity
term. J. B. M. Baxter and J. K. Kelley
appeared on behalf of the defendantt im
support of the summons, and W. 'Watson
Allen, on behalf of the plaintiff, contra.

TWO MILITARY DEPOTS; AT
MONTREAL AND EDMONTON.
