NATIONAL SECURITY

TABLING OF REVISED REPORT OF ROYAL
COMMISSION—STATEMENT BY PRIME
MINISTER
Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, on November 1, 1968, 1 indicat-
ed to the house that the government hoped it
would be possible to make public an expur-
gated version of the report of the Royal Com-
mission on Security. I also expressed the hope
that whatever expurgated version was pub-
lished would have the certification of the
commissioners themselves that any deletions
from the original report made by the govern-
ment had been made in the interest of nation-

al security only, and for no other reason.
Despite the length of time which has been
taken for the detailed study required to pre-
pare such an abridged version, I am very
pleased indeed to table copies of the revised
report, in both official languages, bearing the
certification of the commissioners as follows:

“The report of the Royal Commission on Security
as originally submitted to the Governor in Council
in October, 1968, included some material which in
this published version has been omitted or amended
in the interest of national security. These changes
are of small significance in the context of the
report as a whole, and the royal commissioners
agree that they do not affect the substance of the
report or its recommendations.”

I might add that copies of the revised
report were sent yesterday to the leaders of
the opposition parties, to the Right Honoura-
ble member for Prince Albert, as a Privy
Councillor and a former prime minister, and
as well to former prime ministers Pearson
and St. Laurent.
