3. No premiums shall be given for any
stock that has pot been bred within the
Township, except entire horses, brood Mares
Bulls, Cows, Ewes, Rams, Sows and Boars,
provided such stock has been used for breed-
ing within the Township during the eurrent
year.

4. All stock entitled to premiums mu t
be owned by and in tho possession of the ex-
bibitor, within the Township (except at pas-

ture), for the space of four monthe before
the day of cxhibition. The class that ex-
hibits in may excepted.

5. No prize shall be given for farm pro-
duce, domestic manufacture or dairy pro-
duce that has not been grown or manufactur-
ed within the Township by the exhibitor
or some member of Lis family or person em
ployed by him, for a period of not less than
six months during the year of exhibition.

6. No person shall receive a premium for
any article, which, in the opinion of the
Judges is not deserving of it.

7. No article shall be entitled to a pre-
mium unless entered with the Secretary in
writing on or before ten of the eclock in the
forenoon of the day of exhibition and in the
place allotted fcr it, before the Judges ex
amine the department to which it beiengs.

8. That no exhibitor receive more than
one prize in each class, Stock excepted.

9. Any person making known or pointing
out to the Judgos his or her articles for ex-
bitivn, shall forfeit all prizes for ruch articles.

10. The Directors shall meet within not
less than one week or more than two weeks
a‘ter the day of exhibition, for the purpose
of hearing and settling any objeetions or
disputes that may be wmade regarding the
prizes declared, and the Treasurer shall) so
soon as may be thereafter, pay the amounts
as sanctioned Ly the said meeting of Dir-
ectors.

11. The Directors shall be the arbitrators
of, and settle all differences and dispuates
which may arise among the members of tle
Bociety, in Society matters, and their deci-
sion shall be final.

12. No member shall be paid premiums
to a greater amount than four times hi» or
her subscription for the then carrent year.

13. Every member of the Bociety shall b
entitled to a copy of either the ‘“Canadian
Agriculturalist” or “The Journzl of the
Bo.ird of Arts and Mapufacture” for Upper
Canada, on payment ol his or her subscrip-
tion for the current year.

14. Young Cattle may compete, if the
exbibitor thinks fit, in an older class than
that to which they properly belong ; but no
animal shall compete 10 more than one section.
15. Implements of husbandry can com-
pete, whether imported or manufactured in
the Township, except in that class speecially
mentioned, viz: Iron Ploughs, made in the
Township.

16. All animals or articles taking a first
prize this ycar to be excluded from a first
prize for the two following years.
