REMOVAL OP AN OLD CHIiat'H.

A Bit or Hlelo^^aDoel » Keswick

The old Episcopal church near Mouth 
Keswick has been torn down and removed to 
tie farm of Mr. Ross Currie at Lower 
Douglas to be erected aga’.n for church pur­
poses in that place. This was probably the 
oldest church building in York county and 
among the oldest in the province, having 
been built upwards of 75 years ago, when the 
country round about was nearly all in 
wilderness. There is only one man now living 
in the place, Mr. Geo. Dunphy, sr, who is 
now over 80 years old, who has any recol­
lection of the time when the church was 
built. The early settlers of the place took 
part in its erection, most of whom now lay 
buried in the yard which surrounded it. 
They ^ere Major Abraham Yerxa, Mr. 
Shephard, Mr. Dunphy, Mr. Smith, Mr. 
Pickard and Mr. Merithew, from whom are 
descended most of the inhabitants of the 
place at the foresaid time. As none of the 
material composing it now could be used in 
the erection of a new building excepting por. 
lions of the frame, many regret that it has 
been removed as it has stood for so many 
years, and seem like a relic of the past. It 
has always been a parish church, the Easter 
sessions being held there. Rev. G G Roberts, 
of this city, was for many years rector of 
this church. By its removal the graveyard 
has been left in a bad condition, and the rub­
bish should be at once removed and the place 
put In as good order as when the building 
was standing It is understood that the 
church waiUlnoved against the wishes of 
the church wardens and a large number of 
the people of the place.

A FIENDISH TRAMP.

A Nl*b* of Horror for * Woman and her 
Daughter on the Back Hoad.

Mrs Rice and her daughter are the only 
occupants of a house on the back road, com­
monly known as Petitcodiac road, about a 
mile from the Nashwaak bridge. On Thurs­
day night last, late in the evening, a tramp 
called at the house and requested food and 
lodging. He seemed tired and hungry and 
the women bad compassion on him, and 
gave him supper and made him a bed on the 
kitchen floor. Between two and three 
o’clock the next morning, Mrs Rice was 
awakened by a noise, proceeding from her 
daughter's bedroom. She called out 
ascertain the canse of the trouble and as she 
did, the young tramp made a sudden rush 
into her room and grasped the bedclothes 
and held them over her month and told her 
that her would brain her if she made any 
further noise. The daughter, who had slept 
on undisturbed, although the tramp was 
trying to break into her room, heard the 
racket in her mother’s room and ran to her 
assistance. The tramp tried every means 
within his power to keep both women in the 
bedroom, but the old woman fought her 
way out and gave the alarm. Her brother, 
who lives a short distance away, heard the 
cries for help and was soon to the scene of 
the disturbance. Mrs Rice did not wish to 
go fir away from the house for fear that her 
daughter would be murdered, but the tramp 
since the alarm was given, was more con­
cerned about defending himself. He did not 
leave the house, and defied the few neigh­
bors that had gathered to come near him. 
He held the fort for upwards of an hour, 
threatening death on anyone that came near 
him. As daylight approached, however, 
the tramp left the house and fled to the 
woods. Shortly afterwards a party of eight 
men was gathered together and started out 
into the woods in pursuit of the man. They 
kept up their search for several hours but 
could find no trace of him. Before Mrs Rice 
was awakened by the noise in the house, 
the tramp it appeared had ransacked nearly 
every room and was trying to break open 
the door which lead into the girl's bedrooi 
From the daring resistance which the big 
muscular fellow showed when the men 
arrived, it is a wonder to many how the 
women escaped his clutches. The women 
noticed when he was eating his supper that 
he had an anchor painted on the back of his 
hand. The police authorities in the city 
have been notified of the occurrence and 
Detective Roberta is keeping a close watch
for him. ___^__________

HOME ROLE.
Parnell Thinks Gladstone is 

Certain to Triumph.

Liberals Expect a Majority 
of Ten for “ The Old Man,"

And the Tories Estimate 
Majority of Twelve the 

Other Way-

Election Fights-The Duke of 
Norfolk Throttled by a 

Stalwart Radical.

New York, June 20.—James O'Kelly, 
homo rule member of parliament, cables 
that, in an interview with Parnell, the 
Irish chief considers the outlook most 
favorable. At least fifty English con 
stituencies, now held by conservatives by 
slender majorities, will go to the liberals. 
The loss of liberal seats, he thinks, will 
be counterbalanced by a return of home 
rule liberals for seats now held by liberal 
dissentients. Parnell thinks Gladstone 
is certain to triumph if his health and 
strength last. His appeal to the English 
democracy will go home and the working 
classes will see that a settlement of the 
Irish question is unavoidable, if those 
great reforms for which Great Britain 
now waits, with regard to land and social 
problems, are to be attended to.

T P O’Connor cables that Lord Salis­
bury’s speech is regarded as a proof that 
the tory party have made enormous pro­
gress in their education up to home rule. 
It declares, in effect, that something in 
the direction of concession, conciliation, 
self-government, home rule—whatever 
you please to call it—has come within 
the sphere of practical politics. It 
recognizes that Gladstone’s policy has 
rendered future coercion impossible, and 
for ail practical purposes admits that it 
must henceforth be abandoned as a part 
of the tory creed, or explained away. 
Local self-government for Ireland is 
henceforth the cry of the tories.

A cable correspondent says the pros 
pects of the new parliament are hard to 
arrive at. A majority for Gladstone of 
about ten is expected by the least confi­
dent of liberals. The tory estimates are 
twelve the other way. It is getting very 
hot in the meetings discussing the ques­
tion now; election tights occur daily and 
it would not be surprising if there was 
heavy rioting in many places where the 
feeling runs high at present. At Isling 
ton, a northern suburb, which is a hot 
bed of radicalism and contains besides a 
large Irish population, there was a grand 
fight. The Duke of Norfolk, whose 
dukedom is so excessively lofty that he 
is earl marshal, and who is a leading 
Catholic of England, has always been a 
whig and now purades as an opponent 
of home rule. To a unionist meeting in 
Islington went the duke who, though 
high in nobility, is rather puny in per 
son. A row was soon begun. The radi­
cal mob stormed the platform, and one 
stalwart radical pinned the noble duke 
against the wall, throttling him and 
punching him with great vigor. Finally, 
receiving a kick which elevated him and 
propelled him toward the front of the 
stage, he was hustled off the platform 
and so escaped from the tory mob at 
Brentford in the last campaign.

Geo. W Smalley cables to the New 
York Tribune : The remarkable thing 
about Goschen’s address is its approach 
to Chamberlain’s ideas of federation as 
the ultimate solution of the Irish diffi­
culties. Goschen and Chamberlain are 
feeling their way to a system under 
which England, Scotland, Wales and 
Ireland shall all have local legislatures 
for well defined local purposes, with an 
imperial parliament in which all four 
countries shall be represented as now for 
imperial purposes. Passages in Lord 
Hartington’s address point less distinctly 
in the same direction.

William Henry Hurlbert cables to the 
New York Sun : If the elections make 
Lord Salisbury premier, as many of the 
ablest radicals believe, the friends of 
Ireland may rest assured that Lord Salis­
bury and his party will find themselves 
forced to deal with the principle of 
home rule as a substantially accepted 
principle. Joseph Cowen, the oldest 
friend of home rule in the house of com­
mons, told me a day or two ago that he 
regarded this as certain. He voted for 
Gladstone's bill, but ho was more than 
reconciled to its defeat, because he 
knew that it could never become a prac­
tical measure and because he sees from 

i the broad democratic discussion which 
has now begun, that a practical measure 
of home rule must arise. Meanwhile 
discussion is bringing to the front other 
and perhaps larger questions which affect 
the political framework of Great Britain ; 
herself. Colonial representatives, too, ; 
are agitating in a more or less practical 
way the subject of imperial federation, to 
which a smart feeling has been given by 
the recent conduct of France in 
the New Hebrides, and which recalls the 
action of Germany in the Caroline Islands 
afl'air. But England is going through an 
electoral crisis, and is not swift to resent 
French trifling with the union jack as 
the Castilians are to indicate their honor 
against Teutonic aggression. While the 
expu Ision of the princes is still an open 
question in the French senate, M de 
Freycinet evidently means to play a 
clouded and uncertain game with Eng­
land. But there is a decided impression 
in official circles here that France really 
means to occupy New Hebrides. When 
decisive steps towards the expulsion of 
the princes have been taken and M 
Waddington, French minister to the 
court of St. James, has resigned, the 
British foreign office will bo invited to 
consider the propriety of conceding what 
France wishes, notwithstanding the clam­
ors of Australia.

CHURCHMEN AT WAR.
Serious Spill In the Church or Englnriti 

In Canada—A Scene In I he Synod.
Montreal, June 18.—A serions split exists 

in the Church of England here between the 
High Church and Low Church parties, and 
the annual Synod meeting, which closed to­
day. has been marked by stormy scenes and 
much bitter feeling, which ended in a scene 
to-day. The trouble arose out of the dispute 
on the college question. The College of 
Lennoxville, in the diocese of Quebec, and 
which is regarded as a High Church institu- 
tiôn, has so far had the exclusive right of 
conferring degrees in divinity. Recently, 
however, the diocese of Montreal went before 
Parliament and endeavored to obtain the 
same p^er for the Montreal Diocesan 
College, a comparatively young institution, 
but the High Churchmen succeeded in de­
feating the hill.

Then the subject was brought up before 
the Synod, and an attempt was made to have 
the Synod ratify the action of the Montreal 
College. The High Churchmen strongly 
opposed any increasein the degree conferring 
power, but the Low Church party succeeded 
by a heavy vote, and then avenged them­
selves by leaving every High Churchman 
off the Executive Board of the Synod. This 
action caused intense feeling, and the Synod 
to-day broke up in confusion. An attempt 
at reconciliation was made, but the meeting 
ended in a scene.

His Lordahip Bishop Bond of Montreal had 
pronounced the benediction and the Catherine 
was about to disperse, when the rector of the 
English cathedral in this city, the Rev. J G Nor­
ton, stepped forward and said that, although the 
Synod had been a very painful one for them 
he thought they should part in peace, and he 
moved a vote of thanks to hi f Lordship.

Bishop Bond —I would rather hear nothing 
about it at all. I am utterly disgusted with the 
whole business,

Mr. Davidson (a prominent High Churchman) 
—And your Lordship’s disgust is snared in by 
other members of the Synod,

This remark was received with loud cries of 
“Shame 1 shame !" and a storm of hisses, during 
which Mr Davidson and other prominent mem­
bers of the High Church party left the Synod, and 
tho Rev Mr Norton’s motion of thanks to the 
Bishop ended in a perfect fiasco.

The difficulty has created intense feeling among 
the two parties and tended to widen the breech . 
The High Churchmen feel that the granting of the 
power to the Montreal College to confer degrees 
will be a danger to the Church of England in this 
province, and that the degree-conterring power 
should be held exclusively by Lennoxville, which 
holds a high position in this province as an eduoa- 
timtal idstitution. The fight wUl doubtless be re­
sumed at the next session of Parliament.

The berries 
grew very nicely, and it presents a unique 
spectacle.

A sad accident occurred at Tait Settle­
ment, Douglas, on the afternoon of Sunday 
last. A young lad, George Stone,of about 
1G years,in company with two younger boys, 
went into Tay Creek for a bath, when, 
getting into deep water and being unable to 
swim, it is thought he was seized with 
cramps, and before bis comrades could sum­
mon any assistance for%his recovery was 
drowned. The young lad was of excellent 
character and his untimely death has cast 
gloom over the entire neighborhood. Dr. 
Moore of Stanley was interviewed in regard 
to holding an. inquest, but owing to the 
clear nature of the accident deemed one 
necessary under the circumstances.

Fovea I Fires.
Owing to the protracted dry weather 

forest lires arc beginning to ge with much 
fury in many parts. The fires in the vici- 
nity of.Vanceboro the latter part of last 
week had become so widespread that the 
destruction of the village was threatened. 
The inhabitants seeing the danger they weie 
in took every precaution to ward off the 
fires, and had over 700 feet of hose stretohed 
about the village oil Friday and Saturday. 
The village has escaped any damage as yet, 
although the fires are still raging.

A few minutes before two o'clock this 
afternoon the Methodist church bell rang out 
a fire alarm. The central company was 
quickly on hand, but it did not seem to be 
definitely known where the fire was except 
that it was somewhere down town. A 
huge volume of smoke was seen ascending 
at the lower end of the town. The barn in 
rear of the late Judge Fisher's residence was 
in a mass of flames. Before the firemen 
reached the scene (some of the companies 
made a quick run of it) the fire had extended 
to the long woodhouse and conservatory and 
was sweeping everything before it.

The residence is situated a considerable 
distance below the limits of the water works 
and the fire department experienced . con­
siderable difficulty in getting sufficient hose 
to reach, the building. Some 800 feet of hose 
was quickly stretched, bnt that was not 
more than half enough to be of any service. 
Teams were sent back to town for more 
hose which of course occasioned considerable 
delay. In the meantime the rear and roof of 
the fine Fisher residence, commonly known

“Somerville,” «main Flame*.
It was soon obvious that the building was 

doomed to destruction. The large crowd 
that had gathered assisted the Salvage 
Corps in saving the household furniture. Mrs. 
Fisher was upstairs in her room and 
every effort was used to induce her 
to get beyond rtachof danger,but the urgent 
solicitations of her friends were of no avail. 
It was only when the burning heat forced 
her to retire that she left the room in which 
was much that were precious treasures to 
her.

Much sympathy is expressed for Mrs. 
and the Misses Fisher in their great loss.

The steamer Alexandra arrived and was 
placed on the river bank,*bnt sufficient hose 
had been obtained to reach the fire from the 
water works hydrant, but too late to save 
the building. Within a tew feet of 1600 feet 
of hose bad to be stretched to reach the fire.

When the Alexandra got steam up, one of 
the hose companies was ordered back to the 
city as the town was left without any lire 
protection.
