Indian Empire. Forms of procedure un known to the English Common Law have
there been established and acted upon, and to throw the least doubt upon the
validity of powers conveyed by those words would be of widely mischievous couse-
quence."

The Committee, concuring in the report of the Minister of Justice, recommend
that Your Excellency be moved to forward a copy hereof to Her Majesty's Principal
Secretary of State for the Colonies, in response to the request contained in his
despatch before referred to.

All of which is respectfully submitted for Your Excellency's approval.
