On motion of the Honorable Mr., Smith, seconded by the Honorable Mr. Cartwright,

Resolved, That this House do immediately resolve itself intoa Committee to consider
a certain proposed Resolution providing for the appointment of Port Wardens at certain
Ports in the Dominion.

The House accordingly resolved itself into the said Committee, and after some time
spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair; and Mr. Sinclair reported, That the
Committee had come to a Resolution,

Ordered, That the Report be now received.

Mr. Sinclair reported the Resolution accordingly, and the same was read, as followeth :—

Resolved, That it is ex;edient to provide for the appoiutment of Port Wardens at
certain Ports of the Dominion, such officers to be remunerated only by fees.

The said Resolution, being read a second time, was agreed to.

Ordered, That the Honorable Mr. Smith have leave to bring in a Bill to provide for
the appointment of Port Wardens at certain Ports of the Dominion.

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received and
Tead the first time ; and ordered to be read a second time 'l'o-morrow.
