liidnot bc takencr out during thie first, Session.

Matriculation is nlecessary every Scssion; it is required uponl en-
trance or as nearly afterwards as possible, and always befoie any elass
tickets arc proeured. The Register is closed annually in the inonthi
of Pecemnber. Class tickets must ho taken out withiin flic prescribed
pcriodl of thie current session, and will not ho gr7anted afterits epi-X ation.
