A medical authority, in summing up
the qualities which constitute a per
fectly healthy man, says he should
have, above all, a strong, healthy
beart, which is still unimpaired by the
excessive use of tobacco, alcohol or
drugs of any kind.

zation in the cradle and elevated it to
the throne. The genius that has
transformed the worla was born
‘“in adversity and destitution, often
amid the harassing cares of a strait
ened household, in bare and
wretched garrets, with the noise of
¢qualid children, in the turbulence of
domestic contentione, and in the deep
gloom of uncheered despair. This is
its birthplace, and in sceneg like these,
unpropitious, repu , wretched heve
men labored, studied and trained
themselves, until they have at length
emerged from the gloom cf that obscur
ity, the shining lights of their times,
have become the companions of kings,
the guides and teachers of their kind,
and exercised an influence upon the
thought of the world amounting to a
species of intellectual domination.”

A constant struggle, a ceaseless
battle to bring success from inhospit-
able surroundings, is the price of all
great achievement. The man who has
