This 1s a vegetable substance, semi-tran-
sparent and colourless; solid and easily
broken, and jyet so tough that 1t s with
great diflicalty 1t can be powdered, without
the addition of a few drops of spirit or oil

disorders, but as 1t 1s poisonous, disease
are more hable from the camphor than
from nfection.  Although camphor dis-
solves 1n water only 1w a very small
quantity, suflicient howeser is taken up 1o
give the water both its arematic odour and
bitter taste. Water contaiming a  small
quantity of camphor dissolved i1, 1s known
by the name of camphor jalep. A singular
effect takes place if sma'l shavings ol cam-
phor are thrown oa the surlace ot perfectly
clean water in a large hasin; the pieces
immediately begin to move rapidly, some
round on their ceunire, others from place to
place; the cause ol these motions 18 un-
known. Camphor s readily dissolved by
spirits of wine; the solution thus made 1+
called camphorated spint. 1t ysjusetul for
rubbing unbroken chilblans, andsfor apply-
g 1o burns and scalds when the skin 1s not
destroyed or broken. Camphor exists
many plants, but 1t s chiefly obtamed from
two trees; one a natuve of Cinna and
