" IL. And be 3¢ further enacied, that it shall and
may be lawful for the said Mayor, Aldermen, and
Commonalty, in.Common Council convened, to
impose penalties  for the non-observance of . any
such Laws or. Ordimances as they may, by virtue
of this Act, from time to time pass and enact, not
exceeding Ten Pounds, to be recovered, paid, and
applied in like manner with any other penalties
imposed and inflicted by the Laws or Ordinances
of the said Mayor, Aldermen, and Commonalty.

guilty of commuitting divers other trespasses and
