Paris, via St. Pierre, April 19.—In
Belgium the British troops captured
near Zwartelene, 200 metres of
trench, and successfully held on to
the same in spite of several counter-
attacks.

We have been victorious on -both
banks of the River Fecht, in Alsace,
and have advanced on the left banks.

We took possession, S.W. of Schil-
les Kerswassen, of Burakorpsfeld
summit, which commands a direct
view of the valley on the right banks.

In Schneefaurieth district, we pro-
gressed remarkably, our troops ad-
vancing northward in the direction of
the Fecht and Metzeral. In this dis-
trict we scored important success and
occupied a series of heights of which
the northern one commands the
Fecht’s course, opposite Burgkorpfeld.

During this operation we captured
a detachment of mountain artillery,
two 74-millimetre guns and two
quick-firers. !

A German aeroplane recently flew
over Belfort, dropping bombs, and
causing a little damage to two sheds,
and set afire four powder caissons,—

damages slight.

Midnight.—Last morning at 3.30, a
fierce German counter-attack at Ep-
arges was completely repulsed. In
Mortmare Wood an infantry action oc-
curred without any respective result.

In Regneville a sharp artillery duel
was notably to our advantage.

In the Vosges our attacks op both
banks of the Fecht resulted in our
securing new advances, and forcing|
the enemy to evacuate hastily’ Esel-
bucke, above Metzeral, where they
abandoned a great quantity of = war
stuffs.

Garros,
was forced to the ground yesterday at
Nigelmunster, 12 kilometres north of
Courtrai, and has been made prisoner.

Rome, April 10 —Admiral Be'ttol().1
who several times has been Italian
Minister of Marinc, is quoted in an
