That a Toronto detective will be called in to assist High County
Constable Kerr in ferreting out the origin of the big fire at Bow Park
Saturday morning was announced on Sazarday. The fire is believed
to have been of purely incendiary origin, and the insurancé ' com-
panies will cause a thorough investigation.

Constable Kerr said on Saturday that suspicions. were held, and
an arrest this week was a possibility. The fire started in the most
likely place where the most damage would accrue. A new watchman
Walter Pyne, had just stafted at work, and his instructions were to
carry no light on his rounds and to be careful not to be seen by any-
one. Pyne said he was sitting at the corner of the new barn when he
first noticed smoke issuing from the basement. He rushed to the
door of the barn, which he had closed earlier in the night. He was
unable to open the door, and expressed the belief that someone had
tampered with it. Pyne then immediately gave the alarm.

At the boarding house it is stated that two'men were seen 10
enter at 12,15, but no clue as4o their identity can be secured. George
Tier, the cook, declares that someone rushed to his door before the
fire bell rang, but was unable to see who it was. There are about
fiity men in the boarding house.

The case is proving a mysterious one for the authorities, al-
though every bit of information available is being given at the farm
Ly those who have been questioned.
