in the capture of an important tactical point commanding the Buyuk 
Anafarta Valley to the east and north, and an appreciable gain of 
ground occupied by Australians and New Zealanders.

“The fighting has been almost entirely of a hand-to-hand charac­
ter, and extremely severe. Very heavy losses have been inflicted on 
the Turks.

“Three machine guns, three trench mortars, 300 rifles, 500 bombs 
and a fairly large quantity of small arms ammunition have been cap­
tured.”
