THE SUPERANNUATION FUND.

A strong effort is being made to re-
form the superannuation fund of civil
servants in Dominion employ, There
are on tHe list at present 551 persons
who are drawing moneys without do-
ing any work therefore at an annual
cost to the country of close upon $250,-

- The whole system is wrong, and
ought either to be abolished entirely
or thorough remodelled. There are
many who hold that it is neither just
nor proper to pay salaries to men
when they are incapacitated for work;
that whilst in the service of the coun-
#try they were drawing good wages,
and should ‘have been wise enough to
provide for declining years and old
age. As a rule the employes live up to
their income, in many cases they ex-
ceed it, and every kind of subterfuge
is resorted to in order to keep up ap-
pearance and look respectable. This
is an advantage to the Ottawa trades-
men, but all the same the taxpayers
have to pay the fashionable spend-
thrifts who float in society, admired of
the ladies. These people are no more
entitled to be pensioned by Canada
than the help of a grocer, dry-goods
merchant, farmer or manufacturer. If
they choose to create a fund and sub-
scribe to it out of their own earnings,
ito 'be applied- for future benevolent
purposes, no objection could be made,
but to ask. the already over-burdened
public to contribute sums that might
be otherwise expended is neither fair
nor, politically speaking, honest. That
the present system requires the appli-
cation of the pruning knife is appar-
ent from the fact that a list of those
superannuated by the present Govern-
ment educes startling revelations. The

GOLD AND SILVER MONEY,

\General Manager Walker of the Can-
adian Bank of Commerce stands high
as a financial authority, and on vari-
ous important occasions has 'been
chosen to act as- spokesman for the
Dominion monetary institutions. being
also of high literary culture. He was
asked by the London !Advertiser to
supply some clear, non-technical, yet
brief, idea of the phrases mono-metal-
lism and bi-metallism, as well as to
state the real heart of the discussion
going on, and wherein the gravity
of the question lies. Mr. Walker re-
plied in the following terms:

The question you ask is extremely
complicated and difficult to answer in
any time at my disposal. The terms
mono-metallism and bi-metallism ex-
press respectively the theories of a
single standard and a double stand-
ard of values. A community at first
exchanges its products by direct bar-
ter, but soon selects one or more com-
modities, as universally accepted as
possible, and regards these as stand-
ards by which to measure the value of
and exchange the remaining commodi-
ties. In early French Canada, wheat,
moose and beaver skins and other
things were used as standards of value
—that is, ag money. If a community
selected a bushel of wheat and a bar
of iron (of settled weight or size) as
their standards, and there came a
year in which the wheat crop failed,
the powerful traders would doubtless
succeed in keeping all the wheat they
received in exchange for general com-
modities, and as they would also re-
ceive or possess bars of iron. they
would pay their own debts in iron in-
stead of wheat. Then there would in-
evitably come a collapse in the double
standard, as the bushel of wheat and
the bar of iron would clearly no longer
be of the same value. The trader in
selling a web of cloth would make two
prices—one in wheat and the other in
fron. If we regard the wheat as gold
and the iron as silver we have the
problem of bi-metallism before us, The
adherent jof mono-me says: “I
wish to trade all over the world. The
most universally acceptable and most
readily transportable I would still pre-
fer one standard, because the annual
product and consumption of gold and
silver being always variable; an arbi-
trary parity of values ds not possible
of being maintained for any length of
time, no matter what ‘moﬁ)rtion be-
tween gold and silver legislation may
mame; and as concurrent legislation
by all leading nations would be neces-
sary but probably impossible to pro-
cure, I regard international bi-metal-
Msm as impracticable, as it would be
unwise.” The bi-metallist argues that
there is not enough precious metal in
the shape of coin and bullio

gold. He points out that whil
‘England and Germany may- desirei|
only gold as a standard, the Asiatic
countries, and some KEuropean and
American countries, cannot
gold, and therefore accept silver for
their products, and if silver were de-.
monetized there would not be gold
enough to carry on the trade of the
world, especially as in many of these
countries credit substitutes cannot be
sped to any extent. He also argues
that the enormous fall in the price of
silver has not been accompanied by
a proportionate advance in the prices
of other countries, as theoretically it
should have been, and that therefore
the Indian manufacturers of cotton
goods, for example, can undersell in
the East the Manchester manufactur-
er; and he contends that the enormous
industrial development in the East of
late years, and the great decline in
exports from Great Britain, and parti-
cularly the depression in the cotton
goods trade in England are all due to
the decline in the price of silver. Such
bi-metallists are apparently in a mi-
nority @n England, being as a rule
bankers or merchants interested in
the Indian and Eastern trade, manu-
facturers of cotton and other goods
destined for Eastern trade, and some
agriculturists, and they seek to make
the average Briton feel that he is be-
ing ruined by this divergence between
gold and silver and the ‘incidental pro-
tection’ it is giving to Eastern manu-
facturers., But the average Briton re-
torts that this is an age of wonderful
industrial deveiopment, anyway, and
it is not strange that in India and Ja-
pan they are getting ahead with
things, and his losses in exports do not
seem to be more to silver-using coun-
trles than to gold using countries, and
are probably due to the Baring panic
and the world-wide liquidation of the
last four years. As to the so-called bi-
metallists in such ' countries as ‘the
United States and Mexico, they are as
a rule simply desirous that the silver
mined in thefr countries may find a
market, and the more reckless of them
will advoeate bi-metallism for the
world no more readily than mono-met-
allism for the United States, if the one
metal be silver instead of gold, and if
they thought that that great nation
would be capable of the folly of falling
to the silver level. Those who have
not studied the subject should bear in
mind that the United States is still a
gold-standard country. It imperiled its
finances by issuing hundreds of mil-
lions of silver dollars and silver certi-
ficates, but it, either directly or indi-
recently, covenanted to redeem and did
re@eem these in gold. If it attempted
to regard the silver dollars and silver
certificates as the equal of, instead of
the substitute for, gold, the collapse
would come immediately upon the as-
sumption of such bi-retallic system.

A MODEL FOR US.

The Fortnightly Review contains a
very suggestive article on the local
government. of the city of Glasgow.
This summary will interest municipal

reformers: (Glasgow has its best busi-1 gome occurrence to-day

ness men in its councils, and the city
government is so well administered
that, with steady diminishing rates of
itaxation, there has been a growing
increase in all the needs of 1¥e in a
large city, better finances, better light,
better water, better homes and streets,
and better facilities for enjoyment,
cheap rates for traction cars, owned
by the city, plenty of parks, -picture
galleries, recreation grounds, music,
gas, and electric lights, a free_ library
of over 100,000 volumes, public baths
and wash houses, markets, water-
works, the water brought from a
mountain lake 35 miles and water rents
reduced more than one-half since this
unllimited supply of the best water
was secured. Gas and electric light
and power are all supplied cheaply by
the works owned by the city. After a
long lease of its streets for tramways,
the city took them, improved the ser-
vice, reduced the price, and still
showed a ‘alance on the right side.
so that it is now proposed to make
the uniform fare a penny (two cents).
The wretched slums of Glasgow have
been swept away by the wise expendi-
ture of $10,000,000 in the last 28 years,
and the city now rents one and two-
roomed workmen’s houses at from $25
to. $50 a year; have built six lodging
houses for men, and one for women,
each with a good room, where there
are dining and sitting rooms, and a

kitchen. and shop,-and .a. night’s-lode- |¢ ; :

pays nearly 5 per cent. per annum,
while the money with which this im-
provement was made costs only 31-2
per «cent., or less. Glasgow is about
to ‘build a Family Home for Widows
and Widowers with children; roo
for a man or woman with not more
than three children, to cost 16 cents &
night, the children to be fed and cared
for during the day for 35 cents a week,
and free entertainments to be provided
every Saturday night. The city also
proposes to build one-roomed houses,
to be rented for $25 a year, and two-
roomed houses to rent for $40 a year.
Private enterprise has kept pace with
the city, and healthy and cheap houses
are now abundant in Glasgow, for
workmen earning $5 a week. The city
has provided museums, half a dozen
arks, and a good art gallery. Lec-
tures and concerts are given during
the year, at from 2 cents to 6 cents;
there is a People’s Palace, and there
are play-grounds for children, with
gymnastic apparatus and games. The
sanitary officers have a small army
engaged in fighting disease; in taking
the sick to hospitals, made attractive
in every way; in detecting nuisances;
in preventing and pushing over-crowd-
ing; in supervising shops, dairies, etec.,
and in cleaning 200 miles of streets;
providing for the sewage, so that the
river, that was a growing danger, is
now clean and sweet. Glasgow has
five public wash-houses, at a charge
of 10 cents, and baths free to public
school-children, who are taught swim-
ming. To do. all this, Glasgow levies
a tax of about 60 cents on the pound
($5) of rentals of $50 and upwards, and
of 50 cents on rentals under that
amo®nt, a reduction of one-fourth
during the last 20 years, in which all
of these improvements have been
made; it has lowered the price of gas
from $1.26 to 60 cents; it has built a
fine city hall for $2,500,000, payable in
50 years, partly by a special tax of
about a cent on the pound, and partly
by charging rent to the departments
that occupy the citp® hall. With lia-
bilities of $40,000,000, Glasgow has as-
sets of over $50,000,000, and by a well
adjusted system of sinking funds, gra-
dually reduces its debts for water and
gas and parks and gallaries, in periods
varying from’20 to 70 years. Glasgow
has over 700,000 people, and covers
nearly 12,000 acres, and is now trying
to increase the participation of its cit-
izens in its local administration, so as
to heighten its efficiency and secure
its economy. Politics are practically
unknown in the city government of
Glasgow, where the councils and the
mayor and the city officers are all
striving strenuously to #promote hap-
piness and the welfare of the whole
populationr, their health, their comfort,
thelr recreation, their happiness, and
to promote and advance the prosperity
of the city its people love so well and
are so proud of.

Glasgow is not the only city where
these conditions prevail, though mno-
where else perhaps have the municipal
problems been so thoroughly dealt
with, says the Montreal Herald. Lon-
don, Birmingham, Leipsic and Berlin
are also exceedingly well served by
their municipal bodies. The compari-
son of this.record with the mob-rule
and job-rule which prevail in every
large city on this continent is one not
pleasant to our conceit in New World
superiority. <Certainly in this, as well
as in most other phases of government
“by representative institutions, we seem
to be far behind. But there is the en-
couraging fact that it is only within
the last decade or so that these ults
have been forthcoming from thée work
of the municipal councils across the
rwater. This gives a glimmer of hope
that the time may come when in Van-
couver the best men will be willing to
serve at the council, and being willing
‘will be elected. The age of miraclés
may not yet have altogether passed
away. : ’

A story has been started by the To-
ronto Mail and Empire to the effect
that a movement is on foot to depose
Hon. Wilfrid Laurier from the leader-
ship of the Liberal party.

It is probable that
the conspiracy is on the part of Con-
servative politicians only, who would
be very glad to see Mr. Laurier de-
posed, and with reason, for he would
be an incalculable loss to his party.
Mr. Laurier would certainly gain one
thing by being deposed, if gain it could
be called. He would immediately be-
come one of the saints of the Conser-
vatives who have always eulogized the
past Liberal leaders in order to depre-
cate present ones.

It is surprising that the Mikado per-
mits so many of his subjects to leave
Japan, which certainly has no more
people than are needed if Japan is to
be subject to the dangers that always
harass a first-class power. There are

are many ‘thousands in Corea; they
have settled in lots of the islands of
the Pacific outside of Japan; they are
coming to this country, as 'many of
them as can get into it by way of
Vancouver; and even at this critical
period for Japan we have news of the
arrival of 1,000 of them there. It is
hard to understand why the Mikado
permits the emigration of so large a
number of his people who may be
eneded for the military service. There

The
real reason for the delay will probably
be found in the conservatism of the
Queen. The hands of Lord Rosebery
and the Prince of Wales are sald to
have been seen in this honor. No ac-
tor has ever before received a title in
England, and the Queen is so
strongly wedded to precedent it was
feared she might refuse her assent.

J. G. Moylan, ex-inspector of peni-
tentiaries, publishes, in the Ottawa pa-
pers, a letter commenting on Senator
McInnes’ recent remarks on Mr. Moy-
lan’s defence of Deputy Warden Fitz-
simmons, of New Westminster peni-
tentiary. Mr, Moylan denounces the
Senator as maligning him (Moylan)
under cover of parliameptary privil-
ege, calls him a disappointed office-
seeker, and concludes: It is no fault
of the hon. Senator that he is not a
pensioner, at least in expectancy.
However useful or ornamental he may
be at a small tea party or the like, this
disappointed office-seeker will make
but a sorry mark by the display of his
ability or brain power.

‘A telegram from Melbourne to the
London Times says that a careful
estimate by a writer in the Argus
puts the total amount of the public
and private debts owing to Great
Britain by the seven Australasian
colonies  at £315,000,000, and the
amount of interest paid last year at
£12,750,000, which ds less than the
sum paid in the two previous years,
in consequence of the passing or
reduction of dividends by banks and |
other indebted institutions. The
same causes will further reduce the
amount of interest in the present year.

It has escaped defeat for
the best half of g session with a major-
ity of only 14 to start with, and now
reduced to nine. And the Rosebery
cabnet has attained this record under
apparently the most discouraging circum-
Recent cable letters have told
how bitter is the feud between Sir Wil-
larh Harcourt and the Premier, and
something of other internecine troubles
of the @abinet, which, except for Lord
Rosebery’s tact must have ended in dis-
ruption months ago.

The expectatioas
centered in Morley have unly been partly
fulfilled. He is honest and wall inten-
tioned, but has neither the courage, n¢r,
perhaps, the statesmanlike iritiative to
conceive or carry out great refcrms.
