SOME CURIOUS STRIKES.
Why the Beer-Drinkers of Bembridge 

Became Teetotallers.
The recent strike of London music- 

hall artists reminds one that there is 
scarcely a class of workers from ac­
tors to executioners from barristers to 
beer-drinkers, and from parsons to 
choir-boys, which has not at one time 
or another asserted its rights and 
avenged its wrongs in a similar way.

It is not long since Spain was the 
scene of a combined strike of actors 
throughout - its length arid breadth, 
which arose as a sequel to the popu­
lar indignation at the election of an 
undesirable Archbishop of Valencia. 
The police of Madrid took the ex­
treme step of closing the Zarzuela 
Theatre and arresting several of the 
actors from singing political songs di­
rected against the Government and 
the unpopular prelate. In conse­
quence of this indignity the whole 
theatrical world rose in arms; and a 
meeting of the Spanish Actors' Asso­
ciation was held, at which a univer­
sal strike and the closing of all the 
theatres in the country were pro- 
claimed.

Price of Beer Raised.
When the publicans at Bembridge, 

near Preston, England, . decided to 
raise the price of ale retailed on their 
premises the customers rose in arms 
and refused to quench their thirst 
with beer until the normal price had 
been restored, and proved that they
