DYRRSTRICTRD RECIPROCITY.

The great ‘demonstration in favour of
uprestricted reciprocity with the United
States, which was held at Daufferin Lake
on !'x-ﬂluy was an unqualified succees
both as regards the attendance and the
important nature and quality' of ‘the
“gpeeches. The chict oredit for the success
of the gathering is due to Mr.J. P. Mo-
Millan, who started the ‘movement and 80
-efficiently carried out all the arrange-
iments. Friday beinga holidey people
were free to attend, and ‘they availed
$hemeelves of the opportunity, for from
an early hour in the torning the trains
began to unload passengers going to the
* picnic, They were mostly farmers, the
most intelligent and shocessful from all
parts of the country. Cghere were. algo
b ds of pfominent busi men from
the towns and villages throughout the
whole of the northern and central por-
tions of tha Province. Many were accom-
punied by their families, and the white
dresses of the ladies, with the pionic
baskets told that the oar lom_da of people
who stepped off at the various ptaiens in
the neighborhood of Dufferin Lake were
not going merely to attend a mammoth
convention and hear great speeches, but
were also going tobave a day’s enjoyment,
in true pionio style. Hundreds of farmers
were present from all the Townships in
the Counties adjscent, & good proportion
having come by railf whilst a great many
had their own conveyanoes.

Me.J. P. MoMillan ooccupied the chair,
and around him were the distinguished
visitors and speakers, with the members
of -the Committee, who were Messrs. K.
Chisholm, M.PP., Peel; John Smith,
Brampton ; Wm. Btubbs, Depaty Reeve,
Oaledon ;. Dr. Henry, Mayor of Orange-
ville; Wm. Oampbell, Mono; Wm. H. ]
Hunter, Reeve of East Garafraxa; Owen
+Garrity, Caledon; J. Booth, John Green,
Orangeville; J. Robertson, Brampton.
Good music waa furnished during the day
by Piper Bmeaton and the Mechanics
Band, of Brampton. Mr. Goldwin Bmith
was unable to be present.

The proceedings began by the presenta-
tion of an address to Messrs. Wiman aud
Butterworth, giving them & hearty wel-
cone and expressing the wish that
unrestrioted reciprocity might have & fair
trial. Mr, Wiman spoke first in reply
and delivered a lengthy and very able
speech, in which he thoroughly discussed
whe whole question of remprooiuf. e
are unable to-day to giveany of its eading

points.

Mr. Benjamin Butterworth spoke next,
and like Mr. Wiman, had a most enthu-
siastic reception and patient hearing. In
the courve of his epeech he said that
Qommercial Union wus simply & business
transaction, Was it common gense to
pay 10 cents a bushel for barley, 6 or 7
cents a pound for butter and $20 for a
horse merely for the privilege of selling
them to the Americans? This policy g t
from many of us and blesses the few. The
Americans paid the Canadians for the
privilege of selling to them and the Cana-
aians paid the Americansfor the privilege
of gelling to them. They wanted every-
thing that would conduce to their own
prosperity, and Canaia’s nataral re-
sources would do this. * We have,” said
he, * what you want and you have what
we want. The only question is cn what
terms we shall exchange.”” It was &
question whether there should be a
natural free interchange of cowmodities
or ‘whether there should be a migerable,
artifioial, useless and harmful barrier be-
tween them. * It is & question,” said the
speaker, * whether F shall have my bag-
gage searched on the borders tosee whether
1 have any extra etring of dried apples.”
It had been said that this plan of Com-
mercial Union was reslly a step towards
Apnexation, bat the two were as far apart
%8 was Dives from the courts of Heaven.
There was no sentiment in business mat-
ters. It was & question of buying and
selling on the most faverable terms.
There was never any excuse for putting
barr.ers between the trade of nations un-
less there were inequalities betweenghem,
and there were none between Cana-
da and the United Btates. The Ameri.
oans would not ask whether Oanada's
mother was branded with the Amerioan
Eagle, but would rajoice in Canada’s pros-

rity, because the two nations traced

k to one line and were related by the

ties of nature’s marriage, and what God

énd joined together let no man put asun-
er.

Gen. Waal, of Tgxas, and Mr. Jackson

4. Wallaoe, Secretary of the Canadian Club,

New York, followed in short speechee.

The Hon. Mx. Macdougall was the last
speaker and he was accorded & hearty re-
oception. He eaid that so far as he could
learn, the question had not yet become
one of party politios. Intelligent men of
both sides of politios, and men who were
not party men at all, had expressed them-
selves a8 favoring Commeroisl Union. If
the farmers, the lumbermen and others
interested would look to their own good
and work with energy, they could carry
it : bat if they allowed the question to be

dragged into the political arena, if they
allowed themselves to be driven to the polls
like sheep, to vote for some party tool, it
would be many a long day before it was
acoomplished. For his part he did not
like the expression Commercial Union,
because it was capable of being misinter-
reted. He liked the name *‘Unrestricted

Raciprocity,”” beoause it truly expressed

the idea, and because it -naturally recalled

the years between 1854 and 1866 when the
produots of the two ocountries were freely
exchanged. That arrangement was very
advantageous to the Oanadian farmer.
Consgervatives and Liberals should unite
ani then the politicians would not trouble
them, but if the farmers were divided
their objeot would be defeated.  As a son
of & farmer and as & man who for ten
years published an agricultural paper and

d framed some of cuyg agricaltural laws,
hé deeired to assure thém that he believed
their best interests lay in Unrestrioted
Reciproocity with the United Btates.

The' following resolution was then put
and ocarried unanimously, dissenting
voices being specially oalled for, without
re8 :

oved by Mr. Alexander MoLaren,
seconded by Mr. W. H. Hanter, That this
meeting is favorable to the scheme of
Oommerocial Uhion, and trusts that ite
early adoption may be consumated in such
terms a8 will be equitable to us as Oaaa-
dians and in no way derogatory to our
relations with the Mother Oouantry.

The meeting dispersed with singing
God Bave the Queen and oheers for
Oommercial Union.

Omaneevinie, July 1.—On leaving
Dufferin Lake Mr. Wiman and party
were driven to Ocangeville where
they received an ovation. A magoifi-
cent display of fireworke was giVen,
and “ Messrs, Wimen and Batter-
worth, Gen. Waul and Hon. Wm. Me-
