Wreck of the Schr. " Attempt."
Tho Cape Tormentine Disaster.

Finding of the Bodies.

Inquest Before the Justices. '

A sad disaster occurred at Cape 
Tormentine on Sunday morning the 
15th inst. A schooner called the 
“Attempt” struck on the reef, the 
spare broke off at the deck and when 
first seen she was bottom up and no 
one to be seen about her. The schrs’ 
papers came on shore and as shown

* by them, the Captain’s name was
• Dugrecky, and he. belongs to Bay 
Chaleur, Three bodies have been 
found, one washed on shore and two 
more were found at low water in 
about a foot of water. Below is 
summary of the evidence as taken 
before Justices Riley and Dobson.

Monday morning I went 
out looking if I could sec anything 
of the remains of the sailors along 
the beach on the east side of the 
marsh. I met B. Allen, he told 
me he had found a body on the beach 
and 1 asked him if he had put it out 
of the tide, and lie said be had. I 
then returned with him to the light 
house, After breakfast, ThoS.. Allen 
and l went along the beach ; we found 
the body laying on the beach in a 
westerly direction from the wrecked 
schooner.

B. Allen testified as follows : 
On Monday 15th inst., I was going 
home along the shore, when 1 found 
the body of a man on the south-east 
berfcli lying in the tide wash. I 
turned It over and drew it upon the 
beach out of the tide-way. The body 
was lying face down when I found 
it and nil over sand ; tho face was 
scratched and the nose appeared to 
have the skin off ; as near as I could 
tell lay in a north-west position from 
the wrecked schooner. ' The clothing 
wassail on when I found it, I did not 
feel the pockets to see if tfiere was 
anything in them.

Thos. L. Wood testified as follows : 
I heard there was a man drowned on 
the snore ; went down and found him 
there. Silikcr Trenholm. j. Carroll, 
and I put him in a wagon and brought 
it up to the hall. Then'by order of 
Job Allen, J. 1\. apd Geo. J. Dobson, 
J. I*., I stripped and cleaned him, 
and searched his pockets, finding a 
lead pencil and a button on his per­
son. This is the same body deposited 
in the hall. I should take the man 
to he about 32 or 35 years of age.

The Jury returned a verdict in ac­
cordance with the above facts : That 
the man came to his death from ac­
cidental drowning from the schooner 
“Attempt,” Oct. 15th, 1876.
