THE RESCUE OF CREELEY.

We give elsewhere an account of the
rescue of Greeley and his companions by
the officers and men of the “Thetis.” The
story is simply told but it appeals to
the feelings of every heart. It is given
to fow men to experience the supreme
emotions which fell to the lot of the
rescuers and the rescued.

In connection with this rescue are sev-
eral very mournful considerations
Greeley’s expedition was a most success-
ful one. ~ His parties went further north
than any white man has ever been. They
were within 400 miles of the pole, and
demonstrated the existence.of an open
Polar Sea, into which indeed they were
nearly carried by strong currents. They.
returned safely to their head-qnarters at
Lady in Bay, and began their re-
treat southward all well, and in Sétpem-
ber last were about fort{ miles south of
where they were found, all well.  Failing
to find the provisions which ought to
have been left for them, but were not,
and learning of the wreck of the relief
ship Proteus,they retreated north again to
the point where Sir George Nares in 1875
Bad eached some provisions. These alone
seved the life of any of the party. Itis
plain that had the relief parties been
properly organized and had been instruct-
ed to leave provisions on the side of
Smith’s Sound down which Greeley
wou'd have to retreat, all the party
would have been saved. As it was, in-
struciior s were to leave provisions on the
other side of the Sound, but this was not
done. The seventeen men were sacrificed
to the incompetence and ignorance of
those sent to relieve them. When the
Proteus, with a large stock of piovisions,
‘was battlimg in the ice in'Kane s Basin,
and when.ier crew were retreating in
disorder, Greeley -and his companions
were not far away coming southward,
every man alive and well. The point
where the party wintered and from which
they were rescued is just below the 79th

arallel, or about 550 miles north of

pernavik, the most northerly village in
Greenland and rearly 225 miles south of
the station where Greeley  had been
stationed. The rescue seems to have been
skilfully plished, but the has
been very favorable for Artic expeditions.

THE NATIONAL MOVEMENT IN
TORONTO.

The National movement, which aims
at securing by peaceful agitation the In-
dependence of Canada, is making rapid
progress in Ontario. The headquarters
of the movement is Toronto, where at
apers, the
News and the World, staunchly advocate
it. These papers have a very e cir-
culation, particularly among the laboring
classes, among whom, a wellanformed
correspondent writes us, the movement
‘had its origin.

An Association known as the Canadian
National Association, has been formed
and is gewing into working order. A
constitution and a set of rules are being
prepared, and it is intended as soon as
the organization is com%leted to begin
the establishment of branches in all
parts of the country. One has already
been established in Winnipeg.

It would be premature to commit our-
velves either for or against this new asso-
ciation, whizh can only be properly judg-
ed when it formally states its object; but
this we may say : that if it isintended to
promote a healthy national spirit among
the people, to secure the government of
Canada by the people of Canada and for
their own benefit; if it is intended
wipe out colonialism and all the toadyism
and imitation of courts and royalty, which
are the outcome of it ; if it is meant, as a
stimulus to a national life and to self-reli-
ance and manliness among the Canadians
as a people, then we hold up both hands
for it

national as well as individual,

As yet the older papers and most of
h:- older politicians hold aloof from the
national movement. This is mot surpris-
inz. Men who are in power, and men
who expect soon to be in power, do not
care particularly about creating too much
of a disturbance in the existing condi-

w1 of things. Their indifference, or
even their expressed opposition, is no in-
dication of what their real views are.

BLAINE'S T/ CTICS.

Mr. Blaine has taken a long time to
pr.pare his letter of acceptance, and the
result of his labors is a letter so long that
1ew persons will undertake to read it
through. Taking his cue from the plat-
form adopted by the Democrats, which,
without committing the party to free
trale, favors a decided step in that direc-
tion, Mr. Blaine comes-out squarely as
a protectionist, and seeks to make pro-
-ction the issue ot tlie coming campaign.

‘Ihe New York Sun, which is growing
mwore warm for Cleveland every day, says
tiat Mr. Blaine’s letter is “an effort to
change the subject,” the subject having
up to this time been Mr. Blaine's per-
sonal standing and his public methods.

broadest sense— a policy of peace, of
friendship, of commerecial enlargement.”

The public will now look with increased
interest for Mp. Cleveland’s letter of
acceptance. (lver-zealous revenue re-
formers like Hurd, Watterson and Mor-
ton, clai.n that:the Chicago platfc m is
a square avowal of Free Trade princ pies.
If they think go, they show very poor
judgment in saying so ; because the plat-
form really meansnothing but the reduc-
tion of the tariff so as to avoid needless
taxation. Mr. Cleveland will therefore
have somewhat of a delicate task before
him. If he is too pronounced a revenue
reformer he will offend the Protectionists;
if he is too little a reformer he will offend
the Free Tradeis. Ile will probably take
the straightforward and candid course,
and avow his support of the platform as
it was prepared at Chicago, and not of
the interpretation put upon it by ex-
tremists of either faction.

It must be admitted that Mr. Blaine
has taken a very shrewd course, and has
in his letter presented a very plausible
case why he should be elected tand his
party retainedin power. . Whether it
will be successful is another maftter. As
we have said a great deal depends upon
Cleveland, who has the advantage of hav-
ing his rival's letter to read before he
publishes his own.

THE LORDS MUST CO.

There is no mistaking the meaning of
the present agitation in England, of
which the rejecfion of the Franchise Bill
by the House of Lords is the nominal
cause. The growth of Democracy in
England has been exceedingly rapid.
Careful observeys of events have predict-
ed for some time that the existence of
the House of :Lords as a coordinate
branch of Parliament would shortly come
to an end. It was long ago said that the
Peers possessed legislative powers only
upon the conditjon that they should never
exercise them,and so they seem to have
understood the| matter themselves. In-
deed Earl Salisbury, the Conservative
Leader, says that the Lords only hold
their authority as tribunes of the people,
and he claims that their action in refer
ence to the Franpchise Bill is in the inter-
ests of the people at large. Ife asks
through his organ the Standard, if the
House of Peers is to become merely a
Court of Regisfration. The answer to
this seems to be that the people of Eng-
land will net tolerate an hereditary legis-
lature, and if the Peers claim anything
more than advisory functions they will
soon be deprived even of the semblance
of aythority. Great Britain is in short in
the midst of a revolution, and if it were
not that perfec§ liberty of speech is al-
lowed, the outcome woultt be civil war.
In the end the Lords must yield, and the
Franchise Bill be passed. It is said that
the Government will resort to the expe-
dient of nominating a sufficient number
of new Liberal Peers to secure a majority
for their measure.

THEC. P. R.

It is announced that the Canada Pacific
Railway Company has about completed
arrangements with the Boston & Loweli
Railroad by which they will obtain an
independent route to Boston. This step
was one which most persons, who watched
the course of the Company, expected.
Boston is nearer than any other import-
ant Atlantic part to Ottawa, or in other
words to any point on the main through
line of the C. P. R. It therefore stands
the first chance of becoming the termi-
nus of tke system of railways controlled
by the Canadian company. Somep ole
will complain of this. They will say that
a road owned principally by foreigners,
which aims at taking the bulk of its
trade to a foreign seaport is not a “Cana-
dian road, built! with. Canadian money
and running over Canadian soil from
ocean to ocean every inch of the way” as
Tupper promised it would be; but they
have no right to complain. Let them
rather be thankf{ul that the C. I, R. people
have been content with breaking all their
contracts with the people, and with an
additional $30,000,000 to help them com-
plete their American connections. They
might have asked a hundred millions,
and to have been relieved of the ncces-
sity of building any more railway; and if
they had there seems every reason to be-
lieve that their request would have been
granted. b

THE NORTH.-WEST.

The discovery of coal in large quanti-
ties in the North-west solves the problem
of the settlement of that vast land, and
the remarkablg crops of this season will
no doubt Iead%o a great influx of immi-
gration in the next few years. Wise
land regulations, a fiscal policy favorable
to agricultural settlers in a new country
and a low rate of taxation will, if they
are adopted, soon fill the North-west with
an industrious and prosperous popula-
tion. As yet tliere has been no difficulty
with the Indians, and it is to be hoped
that any will be avoided. Itis clear,
however, thet an outbreak was only pre-
vented a few weeks ago by the firmmess
and excellent judgment of Capt. Crozier
of the Mounted Police. The arrest of an
Indian became necessary, and it being
the annual | thirst dance of the
Indians they were full of their tribal
dignity and refused to give up their
man. They eve 1 went so far as to make
a warlike demonstration against the
police, by firing their gunsover the heads
of Captain Crozier and his immediate es-
cort. That officer kept his wits about
him, and restraining his men, who felt
that they had put up with about as much
as there was any necessity for, secured
the non-combatants behind a rampart
of logs and bags containing oats and
flour, and advahced with forty-five men of
thepolice.  These were thrown out in a
line of skirmishes so as to threaten every
part of the Indian band, which number
over three hundred. The Indians had
continued their firing over the heads of
the police; but when they found the lat-
ter meant to fight, they surrender-
ed the prisoner, and professed the
most peaceful intentions. A battle
would probably have resulted favorably
to the Police; but it is impossible to im
agine what would have followed. Isolat
ed settlers would have been made the
victims of the Indians’ revenge. Allis
quiet now, and Captain Crozier’s firmness
will, no doubt, go far to prevent any open
collision. It is not surprising, however,
that as the Indians - become more "and
more crowded, they find their new posi-
tion changing and with difficulty restrain
themselves frem an outbreak. The
Indian problejn is one of considerable
difficulty, and the Canadian officials in-
the North-west.are to be congratulated
upon the mantier in which they have

dealt with it. .

THE NOVA SCOTIA GOVERNMENT.
The result of the resignation of Mr,
Pipes and the ¢onsequent attempt of Mr.
Fielding to form a new Government has
not yet been |announced, although it
seems to be préetty well understood what

the personnel of the new  government is
to be.. There is little doubt that Mr.
Fielding will succeed in forming a new
administration and be able to meet the
house with a good majority at his back.
No very lirge public question at present
divides parties in local politics in Nova
Scotia, the lines being the same as those
in Dominion politics. Mr. Felding, who
is editor of the Chronicle, is a pronounced
Liberal, and a man of very considerable
ability. IHe was at one time a member
without office of Mr. Pipes’ Cabinet.

THE CENTRAL RAILWAY.

The Directors of the Central Railway
propose to go on and Build their line
but tenders will be asked for the work as
a whole, or in two sections. The GLEANE
had last week an assurance from one of
the Directors that the intention-of the
Company is to build the whole line, al-
though there is only the single subsidy of
$3000 per mile for the Fredericto. end:
Asthis end of the road is likely to form a
part of the Short Line from - 1lalifax to
Montreal or Quebee, for which a large
subsidy has been voted by Parliament,
means will probably be found uliimately
to sécure a proportionate share of that
subsidy for it.

In the present strte of legislation, as
we understand it, there is no company
authovized to build a line through fron
Fredericton to Moacton, or from Freder-
icton westward to Harvey or Canterbury
to meet a lire across Maine, thatis to sav
the Short Line p.oject cannot be carried
into effect without additional legislation.
The Central Company could make the
eastern terminus o” their line as far east
as Saleshury, if they saw fit, but as they
propose to bring themselves within the
conditions of the subsidy of 3200 per
mile, also granted by Parliament last
winter, the function with the I.C.DB.
must be at Sussex or some point west of
that town. :

The Central Railway, as it is proposed
to construct it, isa local line with one
terminus at or near Fredericton, and the
other on the Intercolonial between Sus-
sex and St. John, Its exact location will
remain a matter of doubt until after the
engineers have reported and a selection
has been made. -

We hope that contractors will be
found willing to undertake the construc-
tion of the whole line under the terms
that the Company will offer.

THEIR LAST REFUCGE.

A Commission in Quebee and another
in Ontario are enquiring into acts of brib-
ery and corruption, and, what is more to
the point, are tinding plenty of proof that
the acts were committed. In Quebec,
Judge Mousseau, an ex-Premier - of the
Province anc at one time a member of
Sir John Macdonald’s government, has
been proved guilty of the most monstrous
misconduct in office, as a provincial min-
ister ; and in Ontaric the connection of
the ‘Tory leaders with the attempted
bribery of members of the legislature is
being gradually established. A single
enquiry into the administration of the
Public Works by the Tory Clique in one
County of this Province snowed most
wanton misappropriations.

About these matters there is no guess
work, no mere rumor, no exaggerated re-
port. The facts have been proved by the
sworn testimony of witnesses, cross-ex-
amined by the counsel of the accused
persons.

Thisis a part of the record of “the
party of gentlemen,” of a party which
turns up its nose at the people, which
shudders at the thought of Democracy,
which insists that we should maintain a
tinsel cou-t at Ottawa' to give tone to
society, which delights in titled leaders,
and howls about the, treason and dis-
loyalty of its opponents. It is a hack-
neyed saying, but it is one which cannot
be too often repeated, that ¢ patriotism is
the last refuge of'a scoundrel.” Reckless
and criminal wrongdoing has reigned at
Ottawa, and it is gradually coming to
light ; in all the ramifications of Toryism
through the local legislature the manifes-
tations of corruption are apparent. The
taxation policy of the corruptionists has
been a fallure. The withering blasts of
public indignation disturb the air. So
the Tories resort to their last refuge, and
their organ, the Mail, prates about the
disloyalty of the Liberals in every issue,
and its little imitators pipe away in the
same key.

The Tories arc in the last ditch and
they know it, and the people know it
too. The day is not far distant when the
rank and file of the party will disown
their leaders; that is if the leaders do not
first desert their party—an event which
need surprise no one.

THE “FARMER” AS A CRITIC.

What twaddle the Farmer publishes, to
be sure. It takes the government to task
for appointing a Fishery Inspector and a
Provincial Engineer. Before discharging
its heavy shots, it states that Mr. Blair
prides himself upon having made sundry
savings in public expenditure, adding, “it
is not to our purpose to denry it just,
here.” The inference is that, if it was to
the Farmer's purpose to deny that the
saving had been made, it would do so,
without regard to the truth or talsity of
its denial, the only consideration which
would influence it being whether it was
“to -its purpose.” Having made this
shameless admission, the Furmer informs
its readers that it does not find fault with
Mvr. Phair for accepting the office of Fish-
ery Inspector. This is kind and thought-
ful. One hesitates to contemplate the
consequences which would have ensued
if the Farmer had found fault with Mr.
Phair. 1t would surely have taken away
from that gentleman all the pleasure he
has in life, and, no doubt, led to his imn-
mediate resignetion. Mr. Phair is away
attending to his duties; but we are cer-
ta that if on the wings of the wind
should be carred to his ears the news
that the Fa. 2 er did not find fault with
him, it wou’d con vensate for all the dis-
comfort he must have bad to put up with
during the late wet weather.

1-.en the Farmer al. o as_ures the pub-
lic that it does not object to Mr. Maxwe'l;

less. This skows how little the Farmer
knows about what it is talh'ng abcat. As
the work of construction on at least two
important railwavs, subsidized by the
province, is going on, it is absolutely
necessary that there should be a Railway
Engineer to inspect the work on behalf
of the Province.

The St. John Teleyraph resumes the
discussion of the Stock Farm question,
and is singularly unfair in its method of
treating it.  For some reason, best known
to itself, the Teleyraph treats the views,
expressed by the Reporter and the Capi-
tal, as representative of the opinions of
the people of York County, conveniently
forgetting that those papers express no-
body’s sentiments but their own, and not
always those. Our St. John contemporary
ought to know, if it does not, that the
Reporter and Capital would be glad to
involve Mr. Blair in a quarrel which would
cost him his position, and it plays into
their hands in a manner which must bea
surprise to all who do not understand the
true inwardness of our contemporary's
indignation on behalf of Kings. The
views entertained by the friends of the
Government in York County have \:on
already stated in the GreaNer; nantely,
that if the location of the Stock Farn is
to be settled merely on the narrow ground
of local patronage, York will stand on
its rights; but if in the interests of the
province as a whole it is better that the
farm should be located in one of the
southern counties, it will cheerfully as-
sent to that being done.

It closes its observations as follows:—

The cry that York now has the Legislative
Buildings.

It is a deliberate attempt to compel the Gov-
ernment to abandon a choice made clearly
in the public interest in order that local self-
seeking may be gratified and the clamof-
hushed. We therefore hope that the Governt
ment will pursue a firm and indepexdent
course in the matter, and fully confirm the
choice made conjointly with the Board of
Agriculture.

THE QUEBEC ‘‘ CHRONICLE” AND
THE SHORT LINE.
The Quebee Chroniele discusses the
Short Line and publishes a map to illus-
trate its views. We are alittle surprised
that our contemporary, both in its map
and editorial, ignores “the Megantic
route,” as it is called, namely that via
Gireenville and Mattawamkeag and south
of Moosehead Lake. Inits description
of the route vie Canteroury -or Benton
and Fredericton it speaks of a detour
northward to avoid Grand Lake ;. while it
claims a feasible, direct route can be
found from Quebec to Hartland and
thence to Moncton, and on the map this
is shown almost as a straight line.
We think our contemporary is calcu-
lating from incorrect data. In the first
place, a direct line from Ilartland to
Moncton is practically impossible. To

TEACHERS’ SALARIES.

That some people will hang themselves,
if given rope enouzh, is proved @ the
course of our esteemed local contempor-
aries in the matter of teachers’ salaries.
This topic has engaged their mighty
minds week after week ; and they have
arrived at the conclusion that the Govern-
ment will not save a dollar by the abolition
of the ranking system and the fixing of
the provincial grants to teachers in ail
cases at 10 percent less than the maxi-
mum under the former system. When
our contemporaries were told this by
journals friendly to the Government, they
would not believe it, and they fairly
howled forth their. assertions that the
teachers were to be robbed oi their earn-
ings, so that Mr. Blair might have more
money to divide among his friends: now
they say that it will not take a dollar less
to pay the teachers under the new ar-
rangement than it did under the old one.

1t follows, therefore, on their own show-
ing that there has been no reduction in
the aggregate of teachers’ salaries, but
simply an equalization oi’ the salaries of
individuals, and that the Govermment

not of econowy.

There will always be found in every
profession a few greedy individuals, who
think that they should. get the lion’s
share of what is going, no matter wlio
may go without, and in this respect the
teaching profession is not exceptional.
It does not follow that because a few
such persons, whose salaries are fully
equal to the value of their services, choose
to complain loudly because they get $15
a year less that formerly, that the great
majority of the teachers throughout the
country, who get more than they did be.
fore, ave aggrieved at the change.

No complaint comes from the Doards
of School Trustees, or from the people
who pay the teachers, The old system dis-
criminated in favor of towns, cities, and
centres of population; the new one putsall
on an even footing ; and we are quite satis-
fied that while the wealthier Jocalities
will gladly make up to deserving teachers
any small reduction in their pay, the
poorer localities, and these are the great
majority, will regard the waldition to the
Ipa'y of their teachers with entire satis-
| faction.

DAY HILL CHURCH.
The Dedicat;n'_y_ Services on
Sunday,

Rev. Mr. Ballantine Preaches an
Instructive Sermon on
Bible Holiness. _

According to announcement already
made in Tue GreaNer, the dedication of
the new Day IIill Baptist Church at
Upper Queensbury, took place on Sunday
last. ‘The Rev. Mr. Ballantine officiated,
and the attendance was very large. Refore
veferring to the dedicatory services, &
short sketel of the history and previous
work of the church will be given. The
hill so long known as

Day i,
and the old meeting house which has
Lore the same title, were called so, from &
old man who lived upon the hill morg
than half a century ago. Old Peter Day
being a carpenter by trade, as well as a
farmer, conceived the idea of building &
meeting house upon this hill, and with
the help of some of his neighbors sug-
cecded. A short time after it was coni-
pleted, some Mormon Elders from Salt
Lake City came to Queensbury and geeu-
pied the building, After having con-
verted a large number of persons over to
their doctrines, the Elders prevailed
upon them to dispose of their property
and remove with them to Salt Lake City.
It is said that 17 tamilies in all, from this
locality alone. old Mr. Day among the
rest, cither mortgaged their properties or
sold them at half price and went wes¢.
ward. After the removal of Mr. Day
from the place, the property upon which
the old meeting house stands passed in-
to the hands of other parties, and as no
title was ever given of the church land
to any religious body, the building was
only oceupied by any denomination at
the option of its ewners. :
The First Chureh Organized
in this place was by the Free DBaptists,
‘who long continued to worship in the old
house. In the course of time, however,
this church, probably for want of a pastor,
became seattered and disorganized. It
was as late as the summer of 1872 beforé
any other organization was effected, when
the Rev. Samuel Burt, an active Baptist
winister, labored with much zeal and
energy among the people. Upon' a peti
tion of 12 persons to Rev. Samuel Burt a
eouncil was held to consider the propriety
of forming a Baptist church at the Day
meeting liouse (so called). The Council
consisted of Rev. Samuel Burt, Rev. Jas,
H. Tupper, and Rev. F. M. Munroe.
David C. Parent was unaninously
eleeted senior deacon and W. E. Lint,
clerk of the new organization.
The church continued to worship in the
old meeting house with Rev. J. II. Tup-
per as pastor. Rev. W.'D. Manzer has al-
so labored here, and now the Rev. J. IL
Coy is the pastor of the flock. As the
old house was fast becoming unfit as a
place of worship, the members of the
church and the inhabitants of the locality
generally concluded to “arise and build.”
(‘onsequently a public meeting was call-
ed in during the fall of 1881, to con-
sider the propriety of building
A New Church, ;
at which a unamimous vote was passed
to build a church to become the estate of
the Western DBaptist Asseciation. A
buililing committee, consisting of six per-
sons was appointed. Only three of the
committee however, have ever acted
viz:—Silas Manuel, David C. Parent and
Hiram U. Clark. Building operations on
the new church were commenced in
March, 1833, Mr..James Ross givinga free
title of the land. The building commit-
tee, who have had much opposition and
many obstacles to contend with, deserve
much credit for the manner in which
they have worked and toiled for its com-
pletion. The ladies connected with the
church have held two baz.wars—one in the
summer of 1883, when $287 were realized,
and the other was held two weeks ago,
although not as suceessful as the former,
was by no means a failure; and
the amount realized— $81— helped
much to defray the expenses of furnisli®
ing the house. - The building fund of the
church is also largely indebted to the
sewing circle, established about two years
agoat Day ITill. Whatever the sources and
whatever the means at|the disposal of
the committee, !
The Handsome New Edifice,

which tops Day Iill tolay isa lasting
meworial of all and any who have contri
buted towards its suppoit. The church
is finely located, a row of|trces extending
along the highway road fora considerable
distance in front of the site, which com-
mands an extensive outlook. The in-
terior of the church presents a fine ap

pearance, the trimmings being wholly in
black ash. The sittings ' for the house
are also wholly of black ash and were
manufactured at Risteen’s factory in this
city. Two large chandeliers, suspended
about midway of the church on opposite
sides and a nicely ornamented hanging
lamp over the pulpit, furnish the light for
the building. The pulpit, which is built
‘ aflter the most modern church fashion, is
{also trimmed in ash. {

On the morning of the day appointed
for the Dedication sermon to be preach-
ed, the rain fell in torrents and as no
service was held much disappointment
was felt on all sides. In the after
noon however the weather cleared up;

Campbellton Notes.

The government steamer ‘‘Druid’, with
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries on
board arrived in port on Saturday and is still
lying here.

The high tide of last night did a great
amount of damage to property near the beach.

The telegraph wires between here and Gaspe
were also broken so that telegraph commu-
nication between the two places is at present
interrupted. A report was current here this
morning that the terminus of the Dalhousie
Branch Railway together with a couple of
cars had been washed away and carried out
into the Bay, but it has not been confirmed.
