PLAN TO TALK TO A DEAD MAN.

Ghost Club of London Has a Pact
With the Late Mr. Collins, One

of its Doubters.

LONDON, Friday.—Belleving that it
is possible to communicate with the
dead, and encouraged by the recent
announcement of the result of tests
made by members of the Psychical Re-
search Society, another body of occul-
tists, known as the Ghost Club, is
going to try to get into communica-
tion with the late Professor Collins,
who was a member of the club, and
had been, at the time of his death, in
a compact with a score of his fellow
members to try to visit the survivors
after death,

Mr. Collins did not - share the con-
fidence of Sir Oliver Lodge and other
members of the Psychical Research
Soclety in the possibility of the dead
communlcating with the living. Indeed
he was frankly skeptical on the sub-
Jject. Nevertheless he was deeply and
reverently Interested In the idea and
was very willing to attempt communi-
cation if after death he found himself
consclously existent.

The members of the club who will
make the test are gravely In earnest.
They propose to use certaln passages
in Mr. Colling’ diary as tests of mes-
sages from him. These passages are
unknown to anybody except  intimate
friends of the Collins family and the
experimenters say they will be able to
tell imniedlately whether the medium
whom they will employ has actually
establisheq communication. If they
are convinced the medium has done so
they will try to obtain more particu-
lars from Mr, Collins regnrdlng death
than are now known.
