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N official of the Dominion Gov-
{\‘ ernment, who is at present at
' Lethbridge, Alberta, superin-
tending the grading of the wool in
that district, computes that the clip
of the Southern Alberta Wool Grow-
ers will be about a million and a half
pounds. This is an increase for this
associatien of twenty-five per cent,
over last year. Although it Is yet too
early to make an estimate of the in-
crease expected throughout the whole
of the Canadian Prairie West,

not expected that-the average in-

crease will be less than that of the
Southern Alberta Wool Growers As- §

sociation. In other words, an

in- [}

crease of approximately twenty-five §

per cent. is looked for in the wool
clip of Western Canada over that of
last year. Shearing has pow begun
and will be in full swing before the
middle of June, The increase in the
mumber of lambs this year has been
& very satisfactory one, being be-
tween one hundred and one hundred
and fifty per cent. of the size of the
flocks.

The Canadian Co-operative Wool
Growers Association, which was
formed last year, is all ready to
handle this year's clip. Two ware-
houses have been secured in Toronto,
Ontario, to which the wool! of this
Association will be forwarded and
stored for selling. A large majority
of the Canadian sheep ralsers are
members of the association, but it {s
expected that much wool will be
handled for non-membersz. so that
several million pounds wi!l be sold
through this channel during the sea-
son.

The growth of the sheep industry
among the farmers of Wes'ern Can-
ada during the last few yvecars has
been a remarkable one. At least it
appears so at first glance, especlally
to these who do not know the coun-
try. But it is no! so surprising to
those who know the natural advan-
tages of the country. Speaking gen-
erally there is no part of the conti-
nent where a farmer can engage in
sheep ralsing with greater prospects
of success than in Western Canada.

i The climate, abundagoe of food and

pure water, make the country excel-
lently adapted for this useful indus-
try. The comparatively low priceof the
land here also gives the farm sheep-
man in Western Canadsa an advan-
tage over his brother farther south.

It is only during the last three or
four years, however, that the sheep
industry has begun to make any
marked headway om the farms in
Western Canada. The high quality
6f the wool, together with the great
demand and the good prices, has
opened the eyes of the farmers to the
possibllities of the industry, and it is
growing as fast as the difficulty in
securing breeding stock will allow.

It is to the farms that we ore to
look for the further devolopinext of
the sheep industry. The opportuni-
{ties for sheep raising on the range
aro becoming scarcer every year,
That this circumstance is an advan-
tage to the industry in the more in-
tensive farming districts there can be
no doubt. Up to a few years ago it
was difficult for farm in such dis-
tricts to make headway ih competi-
tion with the sheepman, whose flocks
ranged over a large stretch of coun-
try. ¢ The high prices of wool and
mutton have flso given a great im-
petus to the farm sheep business, and
the continued development of the in-
dustry will contribute to the world's
food and clothing supply.
