Bavarian Women Crowding to Learn
“Unadulterated Bolshevism”

London, April 3.—Describing the
outlook in Germany, the Berlin cor-
respondent to The Mail says the
orisis which is rapidly approaching
seems certain to be graver than
sither the January or March out-
breaks.

“One o the storm centres is Ba-
varia, especially Munich,” he writes.
“The situation in Southern Germany
has completely changed during the
last three weeks. Thousands of peo-
ple, including many women, attend
mass meetings at which unadulterated
Bolshevism is advocated and demands
are made for the abolition of Par-
liament. A political section has arisen
that is even stronger than the Spar-
tacans. The members of this party call
themselves syndicalists, and are ap-
parently led or inspired by terrorists
who escaped from Dusseldorf when
Government troops occupied that city
after the last uprising.
