Railroad Business at Chicago..

Fourteen yvears ago the first railway train
ran out of Chicagn, Now there are ninety
teaing leaving the city daily. The total num
her 6t cars in these traine is one thousand
four hundred und thirty-two freight, and one
hundred and sixty-three passenger cars,.—
Plaging these out trains all in one line,adding
the lenzth of engine and tender of each train,
the total length  of all the trains leaving the
vity.daily ia twenty-five miles and twelve rods;
a very respectable day’s journey for & man to
drive from one end of the train to the other.
I'he incoming trains  average the sume
leugth, and about the same business. This
then, would make upward of fifty miles of
trains requiced to transact the daily raiiroad
business of Chicago. The 7yibune says : —

“ Allowing ten tons to beaload for a
freizht cary and thirty passengers for coach,
there are moved by railroad to and frpw this
city, nine thousand seven handied and eighty
passengers, and twenty-eight thousand six
hundred and forty tons of freight! - Suppose
we imazinarily banish railroads, and set our-
selves back fifteen years, when there were
no railroads in this section, and when freizht
and passengers were moved by teams, Oue
ton is consdered a loud for two horses over a
country road, and three persons fur a travel-
ling team of two horses. At this rate it would
require six thousand five hundred and twenty
horses to move the passengers, and fourteen
thousand three hundred and twenty to move
the treight, and twenty thousand eight hun-
dred and four horses to move the passengers
and freight that arrive and depart daily by
railroad, and at less than one-tenth the rate
of locomotive speed. What a spectacle
\'.uuid eleven thousand teamsters present,
hitehing up and staiting off with their eleven
thousand teams!  Yet tha business is all
done 8o systematieally—trains arriving and
leaving with clock-work regularity—that few
except passengers and railroad men take any
notice of the movement of trains.”
