KYLE'S KAMPAIGN. [

The Great Anti-Seott Man Prepares to Com- |
bard Sir John.

Oneof the most active anti-Scott Act
workers in the domwmion is William
Kyle, the wholesale liquor dealer of
Wellington street east. fu ail Scott Act
campaigns during the past year he has
been to the front, and victory or no
victory he always comes up smiling after
the contest. The carrying of the act in
Guelph, however, has put him «n his
metal and now it is war to - the kuife, ro
matter who falls. Sir Johu or Blake,
the man who says “‘vepeal the Scott Act”
gets Wm, Kyle's support.  Speaking to
& World veporter on Saturday Mr. Kyle
waid : *“Yes, we thail go to Ottawa, I
have chartered Grand Trunk trains, all
we want, for the second week iu Febru-
ary, and have requested every brewer,
distiller or licensed hotelkeeper in On-
tario to come with me. I have arranged
accommodation at the Ottawa hotels.
The fare wili be Torouto to Ottawa and
return 85, and I can tell you we propose
to wake onr claims heard. We shall
wait on Sir John in a body, a couple ot
thousand of us, and make our demand.
It will be a straight question of yes or
no. We waut the repeal of the Scutt Act
and we are bound to have it. If Sir
Johin won't give it someone else will. If
Sir John will give us no satisfaction, we
shall hold a n'ass mreeting in the opera
house in Ottawa and pledge oureelves
individually to oppose to a man the gov-
erument who enact measures to the pre-
judice of our trade. I tell you we are
bound to win.” Mr. Kyle gave the re-
porter asketch ~f what the deoutation
proposed to Iny before the premi.r. Itis
as follows : A commission te be appoint-
ed to investigate the working of the act
in eagh courty in which it has carried.
The commission to be composed of two
disinterested paities and two members
of the government. They to investigate
the matter from a strictly commercial
point ef view, discussing the subject
with bankers, insurance cempaniee, loan
cempanies, business men, ete. Mr. Kyle

From Gencral Grant's illustrated ac-
count of the Battle of Shi'oh, in the
February Centuary, we quote the follow-
ing : *‘In fact, on Friday, the 4th, I
was very much njured by my horse fail-
ing with me and on me while I was try-
ing to get to the frout, where firing had
been heara. The night was ene of im-
penetrable darkness, with rain pouring
down in torrents ; nothing was visible to
the eye except as revealed by the fre-
quens flashes of lightning. Under these
circumstances T had to trust to the horse,
without guidance, to keep theé road. I
bad not gone far, however, when I met
General W. H. Wallace and General
(then Culonel) McPherson ¢goming from
the direction of the front. They said all
was quiet so far as the enemy was con-
cerned. Ou the way back to the boat
my horse’s feet slipped from under him,
and be fell with my leg under his body.
The extreme softness of the ground, from
the excessive rains of the few preceding
days, ne doubt saved me from a severe
injury and protracted lameness. As it
was, my ankie was very much 1njured ;
so much so, that my boout had to be cut
off.
