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RURAL ONTARIO TURNS

TOWARD RECIPROCITY

Liberals are Jubilant Over Way Things Have Turned—
t Conservative Farmers Breaking With Party on
‘the Issue of Reciprocity.

Toronto, Ont., Aug. 11.—Both pclitical parties have spent a busy
week in lining up for the coming battle at the Jpolls. Over one hupdred
nominating conventions have been held in Ontario, Quebec and the Mari-
‘time provinces, at which candidates were selected and the work of organi-
zation inaugruated. Reciprocity maintains its place as the dominant
issue of the campaign.

While the proceedings to the Dpresent are essentially of a prepara-
tory character, every ‘incident is being keenly analyzed and diagonised
by the astute political prophets. The advantage of the first round is un-
mistakably with the. Liberals. At four Ontario conventions prominent
Consgervative agriculturists have broken away from the party on the re-
ciprocity issue and declared their support of the government candidates.
This is regarded as indicative of the general sentiment ol the rural rid-
ings. 5

Straws Show How Wind Blows.

‘TPhe Liberals are jubilant over the turn things are taking, claim-
ing that these straws show how the wind is blowing and they claim rural
Ontario will pile up an unexpected majority for the reciprocity agreement.
Another significant incident is the manifesto issued by Wm. German,
Liberal member for Welland, who bolted on reciprocity. Mr. German
will again be a candidate and states he js now satisfied to let the people
settle the issue and if reciprocity is endorsed he will see that the agree-
ment is carried out. Enthusiastic reports are pouring in from all parts
of the province. Bruce County Liberals report thet the present mem-
ber, John Tolmie, who is hurrving back from Scotland to get into the
battle, is a sure victor, even if Hugh Clark resigns from the legislature to
contest the seat with him. In the south riding of the same county it is
practically conceded that A. J. Truax will redeem the seat for the Liberals.
Hon. MacKenzie King speaks tomorrow for William Lowe, a big farmeér
and cattleman, who is regarded as likely to defeat Richard Blani in Peel.
Blain was one of the obstruction brizade which forced the election before
redistribution. Hon. Sidney Fisher tonight finished a successful Western
Ontario tour. Meetings were held at Perth, where Deputy Speaker Mec-
Intyre and Rankin are both sure of re-election.

‘Tory Speakers Attempt Sectional Cry. #7738

Messrs. Foster, Lash, Currie, Bristol, and other Conservative cam-
paigners seek to arouse a sectional feeling by appealing to Eastern Can-,
ada’ not to be run by the West. They represent Laurier .and Fielding as
linked with the electors of Alberta and Saskatchewan -to impose the de-
sires of these provinces on an unwilling East. At Glencoe, a Middlesex
farmer spoke up: *“ We are right with our western brothers in this fight
of the masses against the interests.”

In Quebec there are now five Nationalists in. the field. In his
nomination address at Lachine, Mr. F. D. Monk declared that he was
anxious to disc¢uss the navy question with English-speaking Canadians. He
is rather vague, like all Nationalists, on reciprocity, but opposed it on the
ground that he was a protectionist.

Great Sweep in Nova Scotia.

The Conservatives are much perturbed over the probability that
Provinecial Attorney-General MacLean will defeat R. L. Borden in Halifax.
All through Nova Scotia the Conservatives are deserting their party to
support reciprocity, and many optimistic Liberals are already predicting
another sweep of that province. The anti-reciprocity forces are making
a special set on Hon. Geo. P. Graham in Brockville. Messrs. Borden
Sifton and Sir James Whitney are announced to participate in. the cam-
paign against the minister of railways. The Liberals, however, are quite
confident of returning him with an increased majority. Great Liberal
demonstrations has been arranged for Newmarket tomorrow, when Sir
Alyn Aylesworth will deliver his valedictory to the North York electors.

The Conservatives are manifestly worried over the way matters are
shaping.’ In addition to the regular headquarters, an elaborate suite of
specidl offices are being opened in Toronto. Much money has been
placed at their disposal by the anti-reciprocity interests' on both sides of
the line t6 make a iast ditch fight. Tons of literature in which the an-
nexation scare crow finds the chief place is being promulgated, Arthur-
Hawkes, head of the “Canada- British. Association,” is establishing a co-
operative bureau, which aims to work among the British-born Cana-
dians. The majority of Britigh-bor n Canadians-are, however, men of
the old British Liberal and Noncon formist school and refuse to have

anything to do with interests allied with the classes in Britain which @ un-
successfully sought to stay the wheels of progress there. A mass meet-
ing of Englishman in Toronto cheered jointly for British and Canadian
Liberalism.

It was
abundantly evident, however, from
the enthusiasm of the 250 delegates
present, that no second name would
be considered for a moment.

Called Upon to Sign Their Allegiance.

Estevan, Sask., aug. 1l.—About

ceeded in having C. C. Smith, of
Carnduff, nominated as the standard
bearer of the Conservative forces for
Assiniboia. A new departure in the

Falsehood Offefed as Apology
For Calling Bogus “Convention”

By way of excuse for the bogus “Liberal conven-
tion” called for Wednesday of this week, the assertion is

| made that this gathering has been called in the same

way as the convention which in 1908 nominated Mr.
Oliver as the candidate of the Liberal party. In the
newspaper which is used as the exponent of the aims
and doings of the authors of this bogus convention . the
statement is made that, “At the time of the calling of
the last convention the officers’ of the ' Edmonton = Dis-
trict Liberal Association were P. E. Lessard, chairman,
and James. McGeorge, secretary, and it was by these
officers and no others that the convention was: called.”
That statement is not true. At the time the convention
of 1908 was called there was not in existence any Ed-
monton District Liberal Association, and never had
been any such association. Naturally, therefore, the
gentlemen named were not officers of any such associa-
tion. The Edmonton District Liberal Association was
first formed at the convention held in 1908. "When that
convention was called, the gentlemen named. held the
offices indicated in the Edmonton City Liberal Associa-
tion, and were authorized by the provincial executive to
call the nominating convention for the Edmonton elec-
toral distriet, there being no district officers to whom to
give such power,

The gathering announced for Wednesday and
honored with the name of “Liberal convention” cannot
be justified on the ground of precedent, as justification
cannot be found for it in the rules of the Association.
It is bogus, whoever says different, and no matter how
vociferously he says it. The nominating convention of
the Liberal party will be called in due time and under
the. only authority competent to call it—the provin-
cial executive. Ample time will be given for the hold-
ing .of primaries in all parts of the constituency, save
those districts in the far north-west of the province,
whose distance may preclude the possibility of allowing
time for representatives from them to attend. Due
notice will be given through the press and otherwise to
the Liberal officers in the various polling sub-divisons
of the time and place of  the convention. That conven-
tion will be called to:select from the ranks of the
Liberals the man thought by the majority of -the dele-
gates most fit to represent them and most likely to lead
tiiem to success. It will be a Liberal convention, call-
ed in keeping with'the rules of the Liberal Association
of the Province, by the authority of that Association,
and for the purpose.of nominating a party candidate in
the regular and invariable way.

A better illustration of the wisdom of placing the
power to call nominating conventions where it is placed
could scarcely be afforded than the attempt now being
made to pull off a fake convention in this constituency.
It was precisely to prevent occurrences such as this that
the authority to summon convendions to select candi-
dates was put into the hands of the executive of the Pro-
vincial Association. The members of the Provincial
Executive have no personal concern in the selection of
any man as candidate, as against any other. They are
not parties to factional disputes, nor prejudiced in case
of rivalry. Their sole concern is in seeing that the
Liberals of the riding are given a free and fair chance
to choose for themselves the man who seems. to them
best able to represent their views before the public and
in Parliament. 1In local disputes thcy have no share,
and it is their bus.ness to see ihat in so far as the call-
ing and the conduct of nominating conventions are con-
cerned there is a fair field and no favors; that conven-
tions are neither rushed on at short notice, nor manipu-
lated by the partisans of any man or faction. The ne-
cessity of having a third and disinterested party fix.the
time of such conventions, and provide the presiding
officer for such conventions, could hardly be more strik-
ingly shown than in the present attempt to ring in a
bogus convention for the sake of foisting upon the
party the candidate of a faction—a faction which, in
order to bull-doze the party, has seen fit to set at defi-
ance the duly adopted rule and the established prece-
dent touching the calling of party ceilventions.
