Experiments With Farm Crops.

The members of tliu Ontario Agricultural 
and Experimental Union are pleased to 
state that for i90ô they are prepared to 
distribute into every Township of Ontario 
material for expe- intents with fodder crops, 
roots,grains, grasses, clovers, and fertilizers. 
Upwards of 1,000 varieties of farm crops 
have been tested in the Experimental De­
partment of the Ontario Agricultural Col­
lege, Guelph, for at least live years in suc­
cession. These consist of nearly all the 
Canadian sorts and several hundred new 
varieties, some of which have done exceed­
ingly well in ilie caieiully conducted ex­
periments at i lie College and are now being 
distributed free of charge for co-operative 
experiments throughout Ontario. The 
following is the list i -operative experi­
ments in agriculture 1 >r l9U5.

It 
might be well for each applicant to make a 
second choice, for tear the lirst could not 
be granted. All material will be furnished 
entirely free of charge to each applicant, 
and tiie produce of the plots will of course, 
become the property on he person who con 
ducts the experiment.
