Jail Haitian Leader

Ney York, N.Y.,, Aug.—(By The As-

Educational Club
Sues For $100,000

St. Louis, Mo., Aug.—(By The As-
sociated Negro Press)—Through its
attorney, Roy Lowe, The Original
Great Western Club. has filed suit
in the circuit court against the five
commanderies of the Knights Temp
lar in this city, charging that the
knights, on July 14, gave a boat ex-
cursion, using the name of the Orig
inal Great Western Club and then re-
fused to let members of the club to
enter the boat.

According to poster advertisements
of the lodges, the dancing was to be
under the supervision of the Great
Western Club. The officers of the
club now declare that the command-
eries made profit from the use of
the name of social organization and
caused it to suffer a loss of prestige
when its members were refused ad-
mission. The Original Great West-
ern Club is principally interested in
educational activities.

Boys Stage Battle in Reformatory

Rahwap, N.J., Aug.—The net result
of a fight which followed a quarrel
between a white boy and a colored
boy in the reformatory here was, three
boys shot, one probably fatally, and a
guard injured. It was necessary to
call guards and police reserves from
this city and Woodbridge to quell the
riot.

Cape May, N.J.,, Aug.—(By the Assoc-
iated Negro Press)— Because a mo-
torcycle policeman assisted in his ar-
rest for being disorderly, Frank Grady
a Virginian, has threatened to sue
this town, claiming that the police-
man, Edward Major, struck his wife.
The officer denies the charge. Grady
and two associates were fined $25 and
costs in police court. They had been
making a disturbance in front of a
local hotel.
