They have been furnished with ample 
means for doing so, and they are shrewd 
enough and olear-headed enough to do it 
well, and arrive at a just conclusion regard 
ing it. These farmers wonder where the 
fair play to Canada is to be found, when, 
while they pay in the American market 
20 cents a bushel on wheat, the 
American farmer can have the benefit of 
the Canadian markets free; on wheat flour 
he pays one fifth of the realized price,while 
the American may aell his flour here and 
take home one hundred cents in the dollar 
of the whole price; wool, of which the Ca- 
nadian farmer raises much, and for which 
he has every facility to raise more, must 
pay to enter the American market from 
one-fourth to one-balf of its gross value, or, 
in other words, from 25 to 50 per cent., 
while his competitor from the other side 
may rush his wool into the Canadian mar 
kets free of duty; flax, to the production of 
which the Canadian soil is well adapted, 
must pay, in a dressed state, $40 per ton, 
and in an undressed state $20 per ton to 
enter the American markets, while the 
American grower can send his flax in here 
and monopolize the markets without paying 
a cent of duty; woollen cloth, blanket», 
flannel», carpet», and alpaca goods—all of 
which might and ought to be manufactured 
from Canadian wool in Canadian factories, 
must pay duties ranging from 50 to 85 per 
cent at the American Custom House, while 
theirs come in here for 17) per cent.
