The agree-
ment affects not only the freight rates
on the ‘C.P./R., but the lamnd grant to
the B.C. Seuthern, for the 20,000 acres
of coal dands .are to be divided equally
between the «ompany and the Domin-
ion gevernment. TLe very gratifying
statement is .made that comstruction is
to be begun .at once. This:iis worth a
very great deal to this provimce. With-
out the fuil-details of the agreement be-
fore us, it is impossible to eemment in-
telligently upon it, for thetelegraphic
synopsis reeeived, at the time of writ-

. ingthis ariele, so far is plainly jncom-
pletes The.great point is that the im-
mediate -construction of the line has
be:n assured. ‘This of itself is so satis-
factory that we are not disposed to be
very critical over details.

It is understood that the lime will be
extended through to Penticten, but no
particulare are.given on this, point, fur-
ther than is contained in the-statement
that this portion will not be built by the
C.P.R." We hope that the .plan em-
braces the immediate construetion of the
ryad frem Penticton.to Boundary Oreek.

LICENSES TO SELL S§TOCK.

son who, in contravention of this sec-
tion, acts for an unlicensed company,
shall, on conviction thereof, be liable to
a fine of $20 per day for every day while

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HOME RULE COMING.

Important changes in connection with
the direction of Baptiet, church affairs
throughout British Colgmbia are at the
present time engaging the closeattention
ot all connected with, or even casually
iuterested in, the work of that denomin-
tion. Inthe past the management of
the church in British Columbia has been
united with that of the churches in
Western Washington under the title of
the Convention of the Northwest—
*‘ convention’’ being the term applied
by the Baptists to the governing cgurch
body similar to the Synod of the Angli-
can or Presbyterian churches, or the

Northwest Convention has enjoyed di-

ance from the American Home Mission
of the Baptist church, something like
