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A NATIONAL MINT AND NATIONAL BANK
NOTES.

There is a scarcity of Canadian silver in
Ontario, and American silver, brought in
to supply the deficiency, is again becoming
‘anmuisance. What we want, says the St.
Catherines Journal,is a change in our mon-
etary policy. New we borrow money in
Esgland, buy silver with it, and have it
minted there, Under this system we are
Joosers both ways : we have to pay interest
on the borrewed momey,and the silver, be-
sides the cost of minting, is gradually
wearing away. The remedy for this, ac-
cording tothe Journalis :

Let all the subsidiary silver coin be abolished and
substituted therefor nickle one and five cent piedes,
made in our own country, and ten and twenty-five
cent fractional notes, which would cost the people
almost nothing, while serving every purpuse of sub-
sidiary coinage,

The Shareholder of Montreal publishes its
views in this light:

We long since suggested the issue of fractional
nobes Bf not less than twenty-five eents. This weuld
not only correct the deficiency of qusnity of small
om;- nov existiug, but would also preve asource
of Lie profit to the g t. We can
however, mansge to ges along well enough without
nickel or any base-metal coinage. More of genuine
silver, such as new used, should be at once mtre-
duced,

We agree with the Jeurnal in government
jssuing more paper money. We beliove

hole paper eirculation of the country
should-be in government notes as in the
United St?tel We have pointed out
several times the losses which we as Cana.
diam people sustain by allowing every
one of our mumerous banks to issue Lills,
As a result Canadian bank bills are “‘shayed”
in the States and they are almest unnegoti-
able in Europe; a U. 8. greenbank is get-
ting to be as well respected the world over
as the English sovereign. In Jeresaleum a
American five dollar nete is worth half a
franc more than an Eoglish sovereign. A
Canadian five dollar bank bill would ab-
solutely be refused at any price in that dis-
tant quarter.

The World has been taunted in one or
two quarters for being *“ a national organ,”
Woell, this question of money is ome of the
points where the benefits of distinct mation-
ality is seen. We ought to have a national
mint and coinage (geld as well as silver)
and our national bank notes rupoctod
throughout the world.

As to the minor points discussed by our
contemporaries wo can agree with both in
favoring the issue of fractionsl notes, For
the want of small bills our business men
suffer considerable less, We in common
with the other Toronto papers can speak on
this question from experience, Every
week we receive a considerable portion of
our subscription money in stamps, postage
and 1egistration stamps, and these are sub-
ject to a discount of five or ten per cent
when we sell them to the stamp vendors.
Shinplasters would avoid this lose—in the
aggregate a heavy loss to newspapers, pub-

_ liskers and others who get many small re-

mittances.
