PRINCE BISMARCK DEAD.

Bismarck Schofihauscr, Otto Ed­
uard Leopold, Prince Von, passed 
away peacefully early last Sunday at 
his palace at.,Friedrichruhe. When 
the newt of his death reached the Ger­
man Emperor at Bergen, Norway, he 
was deeply affected and ordered his 
yacht to return immediately to Kiel. 
The yacht, with the Emperor aboard ! 
readied Kiel Monday evening. The j 
people of the Empire were also deeply : 
moved. Bismarck, the Iron Chancel­
lor, was born at Schonhauser, in Bran­
denburg April 1, 1815. He was edu- 

j catçd at Berlin, Gottingen and Eld- 
ena, and although one of the wildest 
of students passed a successful exami­
nation. Having served a year in a 
volunteer regiment he settled on the 
family estate and in 1847 was elected 
to the first Landtag of the kingdom 
of Prussia. This year too, he married 
the daughter of a Pomeranian propri­
etor named Puttkamer by whom he 
had two sons and one daughter. In 
1848 he was rejected at the polls but 
a year later became» member of the 
Landtag, which met at Berlin. From 
this onward his career was in the as­
cendancy and through all the tortuous, 
mazes of diplomacy and .intrigue and 
in the teeth of formidable opposition 
in parliament, Bismark kept steadily 
in view his great aim of the unity and

County Court- . V
The county court opened here yester­

day morning the Honorable Mr. Justice 
Dodd presiding. Besides the local bar 
there were present Messrs. Colin Chis­
holm, John A. McDonald, and D. D. 
McKenzie,, of the Cape Breton bar. The 
docket is not large and will probably be 
disposed of in about two days. The 
matters entered for trial are:

(a) In re appeal of H. F. McDougall 
against theassessment in Dist. No. 1, 
Victoria County. The County Incor­
poration Act provides an appeal to the 
county court from the decission of the 
assessment appeal court. This matter 
occupied the court all day yesterday 
and judgement, was. reserved.

(b) R. W. Moffat vs. Jas. G. Dunlop. 
This was an action on a promissory note 
made by the defendant in favor of a 
party at Cape North and by said party, 
endorsed to plaintiff. The matter 
was settled without trial.

(c) McNeil vs. McNeil. -Called and 
declared settled.

(d) Carmichael vs. the Municipality 
of Victoria County. This is an action 
for constables fees, involving nice points 
of law and the decission will be watched 
with much interest, as the liability of a 
municipality to pay constables for ser­
vices rendered in the execution of crim- 
nal processes issued by justices of the 
peace at the instance of private prosecu­
tors is at issue.

In regard to the McDougall case, Mr. 
McDougall claims that he was assessed 
far higher than others in the district. A 
number of witnesses were examined on 
both sides. Thé evidence of the wit­
nesses .werp very conflicting but any 
person could see that the way assess­
ments are made up is rather peculiar. 
The. judge made some very pertinent 
remarks on the manner of assessing gen­
erally in this county and in Cape Bre 
ton. We trust that future assessors 
will be more careful ; while no motive 
was shown yet great indifference was 
apparent. The judge thought the as­
sessors were guided more by caprice 
than by sound judgement.
