McBride, aged sixteen, sou of John Mc­
Bride, of Digby. It appears that they 
toohsMr. Daley’s sail l*iat, of about 15 feet 
keel, with a small skill iu tow. They had 
conveye<i two strangers over to Granville, 
and returning, were seen by the crew of a 
Long Island schooner, who were entering 
the strait at the time, a few miles from the 
unfortunate accident, to upset their !*>at 
and sink. Tlie schooner sailed at once 
toward the spot, hut nothing was seen. 
They were steering for Digby, and were off 
the buoy, alxmt three or four miles from 
the pier, when the boat was seen to careen 
and take in water. She righted again and 
then sank. The young fellows jumped 
into the skiff, hut, it being attached to the 
large boat, all were carried

and that vessels are to be carried overland 
instead of being floated as at first proposed.
