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of cannon, somo guns from the tiausports
and the off-side of tho men-of war were land.
ed, snd, being dragged by the seamen up
to the fort woro disposed of for its use.
At 3 r. A bost passing from the encmy'’s
ships to Nautilus Island, was sunk by a ran-
dom shot from tho fort. At 11 »r. x. the
guard-boats from the King's ships fall in,
and exchanged n few shots with the en-
emy's.

July 28, At 3 a.v. under.cover of their
ship's firo, the enomy made good their land.
ing on Majabiguaduce, and, from their
great superiority of numbers, obliged the
King's troops to retrost to the garrison,
I'he enemy’s right pressed hard, and in
force, :pon tho left of the King'stroops, and
attempted to cut off & party af menat the
small battery; but the j: !z u i anl ex.
perience of o brave ollicer (Lieutenant
Caffrae of the Eighty-second) counteracted
their designs,and a retreat was effected with
all the order and regularity necessary on
such occasions. An attempt was nmde to
demolish tho guns, butthe cnemy pushed
their forco to this ground so Yapidly as not
to suffer it, The possession of ‘this battery
offorded their ships a nearer shudion, on
which they immediato.y seized. At § a.M. the
enemy opened their hattery of 18 and 12.
pounders from Nautilus Island and kept
up tho whole day a brisk and well directed
fire against the men-ofwar. The XKing's
ships cannonaded the battery for two glas-
ses, and killed some men at it, but their
light metal (6 pounders) was found to be
of little servico comparetl with tho heavy
metal brought to bear against them. At
10 a. M. tho-Werren, of 32 guns, the commo
dore’s ship, and which as yet hnd not been
in action, got, under weigh, and, with throe
more ships, showed an appearance
of entering the harbor, but hauled
by the wind at a long shot dis
tunce. A brisk firo was kept up for half
an hour, when the encmy boro up and camo
to anchor again without. The JVarren suffer-
¢d cansidorably ; her mainmast shot through
in iwo places, tho gammoning of the bow-
sprit.cul to. pieces, and her fore stay shot
away. Their confusion appeared to bie great
and'very nearly occasioned her getting on
share, so:that they were obliged to let go an
anchorand drop into the inlot between M—
b—o head and tho point, where tho ship
lay this and tho next day repairing her
damages. Tho battery on the island still
keeping upaheavy fire, and the ship's
crons bheing exposed without tho least
benefit to. tho service, Captain AMowatt
thought proper to move further up the har
bor, which wss donein tho night and the
line formed aguin, hie ‘being firmly resolved
to dispute the harbor to the last extremity,
ason that entirely depended tho safety of
+ha garfison, whoso communication with the
mon-of-war was of the utmost importance.
The dispositions on theshoro andon the
waler co-operating and perfectly supporling
oach other, foiled the enemy in therr pur-
posess their troops were yet confined toa
spot they could not move from, and while
tho harbor was sccure, their intention of
making approaches, and investing the fort
on all sides, could isy uo means be put in
execation. The present statiun of the waen-
of:war being such us rendored it impossible
for the encmy’s ships to act butat particular
periods, the merines (whose service in their
particelar line of duty was not immediately
required on-board) wero ordere: on shoroe (o
garrisdnr Auty, holding themselves ready to
cmbarkcae-a momwent’s notice, whichk with
caso they could have effected in ten ot filteen
mwules, Guard-Loats, as usual, dufing tho
night.

© July 29. At 0 A. u, the enemy's ships
weighed, and altering their position, camo to
an auchor again. Tho state of the fortress
requiring moro cannon, some romaining off
side guns wero landed from tho men of war
and dragged by the seamoen up td {he for-
tress for its use and that of tho batteries;
and-though the task to bo performed was
up a steep hill, over rocks, and'innumerable
stumps of fallen trecs, was laborious, yet
their cheerfulness and zeal for the secvice
surmounted every difficulty. 7. u. the cnemy
opened their balteries on the heights
of M—b—e, and kept upn ‘warm and in-
‘cessant firo against the fortress. The com:
manding ground of the enemy’s works, and
the short distance from tho fortress, gwe
them somo advantages with their grape ns
well as round shot, which considerably
datuaged the storchouse in the garrison.

Six pieces of cannon at the half inoon bat.
tery,near Banks's house,and which belonged
1o the fortress. being now found necessary
for its particular defence, wére moved up (o
it, and replaced with some ship’s guns, un
der the direction of the gunuer of the Al
bany , with a party of sedmen. Captain
Mowatt, having obtsined intelligence that
the enemy, in despair of reducing tho Kiuy's
ships by means of their own, or of getting
possession of the harbor, bad conie t3 the
resolution of joining their whole force- in
troops, marines, and seamen—to storm tha
fortress tho next morning at dybreak,
Jjudged it expedient to reinforce the garrison
with what seaman could conveniently be
spared , and for this purpose,nt the cluse of
the evening, 140 men, under the command
of Licutenant Brooks, were sent into gar-
rison. Part of these were immediately de
tached 1o reinforce tho troops on the out
hine pickets, and others manned the ficing
of their own Dbastion, while tho Temuinder
wero busily employed in raising cacalic=s in
the fort. Inall these operations a brothorly
affection appeared to unito the force both
by sea and land, and to direct their views all
to oue puint, mauch to their credit and to
the honor and benefit of the service. During
the night the enciny threw a number of
shells into the fortress. At10 v. s afew
shots beteween the cnemy’s guard boats cnl
theso from the King's ships.

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The Spavish ram Nwuingnica, 7,000 tons
drawing 98 feet of water, arrived at New
York, August 12, from Havana, having yel-
low jeveron board. Asit was impossible,
owing to tho shallowness of the water, to
anchor in the Lower By, the Health Officer
permitted the ram to come ashort distance
above the Narrows, at lecast a mile fiom
either shore. Tho vessel draws more water
than any that ever before entered this har
bor, she having a draught of 28 {eet, which
oxceeds that of the Great Eusfern by two
fect.
