1t is
to ba siuceroly hoped that the chuuge to a warmer climato may effuctually
restore him to his former activity. The loss of his energy and enthusiasm
will bo much folt in the Diocese.

T. C. Mellor and F. Woolcott will prosent themselves for ad-
mission to the Holy Ordervof Priests, and Messra, A. ‘I Tucker, A, Slipper
and F. Mellor to the Diaconate, at the Advent ordination to be held in St.
Luke's Cathadral on Sunday meruing next by his Lordship tho Coadjutor
Rishop of Iredericlon.

The Sacramautal Rite of confirmation will be administered by tho same
Bishop in St. Georgo's ¢hurch on Sunday evening.
