USEFUL HINTS.

STOPPING FOR WALLS.—Mix fine sifted lime and plaster of
Paris, When applied and dry, rub down with glass or sand
paper, spread over a level board, then dust for sizing.

portance is not sufficiently realized by the builders of to-day, as
workmen may often be scen mixing mortar and concrete from
materials that have been emptied in piles on @ dusty street.

WATERPROOF WHITEWASH.—A waterproof whitewash is in
use in Germany. The powder from 3 parts silicious rock
\quartz}, 3 parts broken marble and sandstone, 2 parts of burned
porgelamn clay and 2 parts freshly slacked lime, still warm, are
mixed together. This forms a silicate if often wetted and be-
comes aftera while almost like stone.  Itis applied quite quickly
to a wall or other surface, and allowed to dry one day. The
next day it is covered frequently with water, which makes it
waterproof.

To TEST JAPAN.--Mix some of it with oil. If it curdles,
don't buy it. Second, grind a portion of it with turps and dry
color and spread a coat of it upon a properly prepared surface,
and look at st forty-eight hours later through a magnifying glass ;

*if you find the paint full of small cracks, discard that brand of
japan, If no cracks can bediscovered, put onacoat of rubbing-
vamish. which you know to be good. If the vamish pits, coats,
or cuts up any other caper known to the trade, don’t usc any
more of that'japan. Third; put a reasonable amount in oil-paint
which you know to be good, and if the paint dries tacky, that
‘japan is not fit to use anywhere.

and Barric 10 Sudbury.
