Cappetlo, and found her iv o little houge in the Via
Banchera. Ifer name was Rachel Fugitta Trischitta,
sbe had been born at Naples, aud settled at Palermo
since 1820. Iler nge, 63 yers, made ber vencrable
in my eyes. [ asked her for ber domb sou, and sbe
re:plicd, showiog me a blood-stuined blouge. ‘Heis
at the Military Hospital ; they took him from me as
a recusant counscript, aud tried to force him to spealk
by starvation, blowd, and fire) I was borrilied at
her words, nnd felt T must be satisfied of their truth,
so I nsked ber to repeat them, and to inform me to
the full extent of her knowledge. The poor mother
then said. ‘I nsked for news of my Antonio, and
could not get auy ; | sought it with the anxiety of a
mother fur her 3on, nod beard that from a lune be-
hind the Laumpeduza Palace he was heard crying, 8
it underguing nmwityrdom. Aud then | went to find
my Antoio, and sa~v him. He skowed me his
wounds, be made signs that he had been fasting,
and told me by gesiiculations that he had been bea-
‘ten ana burned. [ gave him some bread in a hand-
kerchief whick he gave back to e bathed in his
blogd.! At these words L felt & thrill which I cannot

describe ; these words spoken by a mother, by a

woman of the people; and 'at sixty-tbree years old;
could not fail to leave a deep impression on my
mind. [ took leave of her, ‘and nnder tke strong
impulse of my feelings, returned home to write
statewent of all I bad heard.. Jf [ sent it to the jour-
pals of the country, hardly restored to order—I rea-
soned with myself~I should give pleasure to the
Armoemwo, to the Stendurdo Cullolico, and other retro-
grade journala, and thus furnish fresh arguments to
the propagands of our enemies, adding to the -dis-
content of the masses. No, [ said to myself, ] must
control my own feelings, and think of [taly, which
mnst seffer from public scandals, and so I decided
on destroying that which I had written. Siijll, the
unhappy man, groaniog under the torture, the bloody

spectres following me abaut, and I falt it an impera.
tive duty to interfere in the interests of Aantooio
Cappello, 50 1 went immediately to the Quasstor, ac-
companied by my friend Signor Antonio Castellini,
to secure his aid for this unhuppy mau, He perfect-
iy uaderstood cur motive in retraining from publish-
ing the matter. and fail of horror at the occurrence,
| promised to interfvie at once. On the following
day he came w tell me that ke had interested
the delegate Ferro in the fucts, and that he would
cail on me fur deiniled iuforination, [ waited for
bim in vain, and brgan to fonr that the Signor Sera-
fini bad no power iu tke matier Sut the case was
urgent, and admitted of no delay, so T bethought
myself of turning to the Procuratore Regio, Signor
Sismendi, in order to have the facts investigated, and
gteps taken for the punishment, of the guilty I
spoke boldly to the honourable magistrate, and told
him: the story of Cappello, as I had heard it from his
mother, aad from her employers, and [ added that [
would have made it known through tke public press,
but it contained too powerful an argument for public

Some days ago, after
the visitof the surgeons, after the examination of
Cappe!lo’s mother, nfter, by means of rm interpreter
they had’tuken the depoaitions of the wounded msn,
and the dumb creature had been taken nway and cast
into prisou, the o/d mother asked 2t the mititary hos-
pital, if sbe might see ber soa, Sie was received
with angry rudeness, and iold, first by an official
and then by a military surgeon that she need not
hope to sé¢ ber son, who must pay the penalty of
baving complained against thew. Vain were the
tears of the desulate mother,3be could neither see her
son, nor obtain any intelligence of him. Yesterday
evening she came to me, and when ghe told me these
communications, I recognised that the ime bad come
to throw aside my reserve ; that it would henceforth
be a crime or my part to maintain eilence respect-
ing & deed, which has bzen not only left without re-
paration, but has been rendered s:ll more bideous.
As I before believed that [ was consulting the wel-
fare of Italy by remaining silent,—aow whken 1 see
the peace, and the iife of u poor workiag man rmh-
lessly menaced, [ trust tbail am doing right in
bringiuvg the facts which I have narrated o the
knowledge of the public, and thus{ denounce them
to public opinion, to the Deputies and Senators who
are at Palermo, that they may rice up nad ery
against the authors of such iniquity.

PRUSSIA.

Berrix, Nov. 15.—The Spencrsche Zeilung of to-
day publishes a communication respecting the news

't Prussia, without any previous negotiations with
the other Governments, made & preliminary reply to
the French Cabinet, giving it to understend thuta
direct conference of Sovercigns, if not preceded by &
cereful examination and s searching preparetion,
was noi the proper way to avoid difficultics. No
underatzoding hos taken place between Prussia,
Austria, and England respecting the conditions of
the proposed Congress, nor have any steps been ta-
ken to this ciflect. Neither hiasany understending
been arrived at respecting the contents of an identi-
cal reply of the respective Powers to the invitation
of the Bmperor Napoleon., Not evenr a propositicn
with this objeet has been addressed by one of the
three above-memivned Powers 1o the two otbers.
The King, 1t i3 suid, peronally made a preliminary
gtatement to M. de¢ Talleyrand respecting the views
of Prussis roletive to the propused Conpgress.”

The Neue Lreussische (Kreuz) Zeilung says :—

- Tt i3 asserted on good authority that the Minis-
triea for Marive ani War are actively eogaged in
making preparalions for hostilities, the cuthreak of
whick between Germany and Deumerk appears now
1o be unavnidable. The Gth and (3ih divisions of
the army are eaid to base aiready received orders 1o
be placed on a war footing, Itis said thot corres-
poading directions for the equipment and concentra-
tion of & war flzet have likewise been given.”

Coujuvie, and was pregens ai the cogagements nt
Cieplice, KNrzywesondza, and Nawa Wies: lic was
thex appointed an ofiicer of the sted, aud some time
riter made military vrganizac ol the palnticate of
Mazovin.  Becomisg seciously ill he {eft the service,
end gought relief frow bis snfferings in the traagui-
Lty of o countrr life.  The Russinns, wlo were ton-
swatlyin rearch of him, at lengtl discoversd M3
retreat; he was found il in bed, and was taken (o
Konin. Tu escape the tortures inflicted on the pri-
saners Barylkiewicz swallowed & poizon, but ua an-
tidote being admimstesed immediately iz produced
no eficct. He remnined a week in his dungeon,
which he only left to te shot. Barslikiewics was
only 26 years of ags. i

are jmplacuble,’ said the husband, *permit me to
suffer the corporal purizhmeat in place of my wife.
