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The Walpole Island Band Council's two-thousand-acre farm, once leased to nonnatives, is now farmed 
by natives, with assistance from the INA's Indian Economic Development Fund., The fund provides 
loans, grants and loan guarantees to a variety of Indian-owned or operated ventures including shop­
ping centres, golf courses, resorts and a karate school.
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This symbol is designed to identify Canadian participation 
in the US Bicentennial celebrations.
