
(1) Agreement between the Government of Canada and the Governrnent of
the Repubio of France concernlng Clnematographlc Relations.

A) Paragraph (1) of Article fil shall be mocitled by adding the underlined sentence
below in the location indicated:

0(l) The scriptwrlters and directors of cinematographic productions, as well
as techniciens andf performers participating in bh. production, must be nationais
of France or Canada, or nationals of member States of the European Economie
ArM, or residents 0f France or permanent residents of Canada;'

B) The agreement shaff be modified by addîng the following appendîx on
financial coproduction.

APENDJ on financial co-production.

Notwfthstandlng the provisions of Article IV of the Agreement between the Govemnment
of Canada and the Govemment of the Republic of France concerning
Cinematographic Relations, productions produced under the framework of a financial
co-production may be consldered, with the consent of the competent authoriies, te be
ce-productions and quaJify for the benefts of such.

In order to be approved by the competent French and Canadien aurtheities, these,
productions must meet the foflowing condffions:

1) entafl a mfiorfty contribution that may be limited te a financil contribution,
witIout necessarly excluding any artistic and technicsl contribution, pursuant
to the co-production contract, but that is not leus than 20% of the cost of
production;

2) conslst in an equal number of films wit.h malerty French financiel Contribution
anid films wlth mejority Canadien financial contribution, thle financia contrbutions
made by eacil party balmncing out over a period of twe years;

3) beof such technicai quaNty and have such titic value asentetainment as to
be of acknowledged interest to French andf Canadien filmmaking; cOmpetent
authorities in France andf Canada Mil determine whether or net the films have
those charactristics,
