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Meadow Lake, Prince Albert, Athabasca, Jasper-Edson, Peace River, Cariboo,
Skeena, Yukon, and Northwest Territories, the nomination of candidates was
held on the twelfth day of October, 1965.

And that the persons named in the attached list have from time to time
been returned as elected members to serve in the House of Commons pursuant
to the said writs, their names having been duly entered in the order in which
the returns were received in the book kept for that purpose pursuant to the
provisions of the Statute on the subject, and notice of such returns having
from time to time been duly published in the Canada Gazette.
