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(e) Organize and protect local markets for the distribution of goods pro-
duced by the Canadian farming and manufacturers;

(f) Prohibit all immigration which might be inimical to her fundamental
institutions and which might constitute, in her mining centres, seats of disorder
and agencies of revolutionary propaganda.

After debate, it was—
Ordered, That further debate be adjourned until to-morrow.

The Senate adjourned.
