Mr. DURANLEAU: It will not be printed,
nor do I know whetber tbe repart itself wil
be tabled. We will table a complete digest
of it. Of course the repart will be available
at the department ta any member of the
bouse who wishes ta consult it.

SPEECH FROM TRE THRONE

ADDRESS IN< REPLY MOVED BY MR. CHtABES

BOURGEOIS AND SEOONDED BY MR. J. H. 5TITT

The bouse proceeded to the consîderation
of the speech delivered by Ris Excellency tbe
Governor General at the opening of the ses-
sion.

Mr. CHARJLES BOURGEOIS (Three
Rivers-St. Maurice) (Translation) : Mr.
Speaker, it is an honour fraught with danger
for onle inexperienced as I am toassk this
bouse ta approve the speech from the throne,
sin-ce, fromn times immemorial, hon. members

who constitute Ris Majesty's loyal opposition,
invariably find matter in it for ýcriticism. I
do flot deceive myseif to the extent of haping
that on this occasion the opposition will be s0
gracious as to admit that -the government ta
which I adhere has well administered the
country's affaire and that Canada once for ail,
bas again entered the pa-th whieh leads ta
progress and prosperity.

However, there is an event over wbieh there
can exist no discrepancy of views and feeling
in this assembly, an event wbich has given us
great joy: it is the birth last August, of a cbild
who is entitled to the affection of ail Cana-
dians, I refer to the birth of the Hon. George
St. Lawrence Neuflize Ponsonby. With regard
ta this heppy event, ai the members of this
hon. bouse, I feel certain, associate themselvee
with my humble persan in expressing to His
Excellency the Right Han. the Earl of Bess-
borough and ta bis gracious apouse, the
Baroness of Neuflize, aur sincerest congratula-
tions and in formulating for their son, the
Hon. George St. Lawrence Neuflize Ponsonby,
our best and most sincere wishes of happiness.
May they rest assured that ail Canadians
whatever may be their country of origin and
French Canadians in particular, bave been
deeply moved by the thoughtfulness af Their
Excellencies in giving ta thie noble descendant
of two gloriaus families, from France and
England, immediately after the name of Hie
British Majesty, that of St. Lawrence the
name of aur river wbich, owing ta its beauty
and immense flaw of water, its resources and
the variety af the landscapeof its shores, the
innumerable and, great acts of heroism it
hýas witnessed, is really wortby of being
designated as royal and deserves ta be truly
associated with the name of Ris British
Mai esty whose empire is so vast that the sun
neyer sets over it. This name can only be a
good omen, because the St. Lawrence bas
been the cbannel over wbicb floated the flag
Of Montcalm and Wolfe, it was the course
followed by Our beroic missionaries and our
bold explorers. Who can fareteli, in the
course of his dife, what the future has in store
for this young Canadian, may he not some
day be called upon by the Canadiens, bis
fellow-countrymen-in keeping witb the treaty
of Westminster-to preside over the destinies
of the country of bis birth and become one
of the suocessors, at Rideau Hall, ta Ris Ex-
cellency 'the present Goveruor General, thus
fulfilling the sincerest wisb of ail.

Such thougbts lead ta others with refer-
ence to Rer Excellency Lady Bessborough, the
Baroness Roberte de Neuflize.
