Affairs (Mr. Martin) intimated that he would
be making a statement later this day. We have
been prepared to deal with matters in the
sequence in which they were announced last
Tuesday, and it would be most unfair if that
sequence were broken with something else.

If the minister wishes to have his estimates
considered today and make a statement at
that time, I believe those estimates should
follow after the items which were called on
November 15. We should proceed in that
orderly fashion so that we can have a good
debate when the time comes to consider his
estimates.

Hon. G. J. Mcllraith (Minister of Public
Works): Mr. Speaker, I am very sorry if there
is any misunderstanding about this matter.

Mr. Starr: It is down in Hansard in black
and white.

Mr. Mcllraith: I am of the opinion that I
spoke with the house leader for the official
opposition about this matter yesterday. I be-
lieve that following the return of the Secre-
tary of State for External Affairs there was
some discussion with the house leader of the
official opposition, as well as with other house
leaders, about the wisdom of having the min-
ister’s statement made, not on motions, but on
the estimates of his department. The intima-
tion was that we would call his estimates first
in order to permit that to be done in a way
that would be agreeable to all hon. members.
It is now clear, however, that there are some
who have misunderstood.

Mr. Starr: Mr. Speaker, I wish to rise on a
point of order. I remember meeting the gov-
ernment house leader—

misunderstanding about this, and I believe
there is, then I am not prepared to be very
assertive about the position. I would hope we
could arrange some mutually agreeable point
at which this could be done, because I would
emphasize that the Secretary of State for
External Affairs has returned from a rather
important trip, and I think it would be desira-
ble that his statement be put on record by
some method at an early opportunity.
