Dominion Parliament this day at 3 o'clock.

SPEECH! FROM THIE THRONE

At three o'clock His Excellency the Gov-
ernor General proceeded ta the Senate
Chamber and took his seat upon the Throne.
His Eicellendy *as pleased ta command the
attendance ai the Hoéuse of Commons, and
that Hlouse being came, with their Speaker,
His Excellency was plessed ta open the
Second Session of the Fourteenth Parliament
of the DomiMàn 01 CanadaL with the follow-
ing Speech:

i is gratifying >ta note that in a period of worlM-
veide tride dépression faliavélù ire Gréat Wàr, CUir-
ada ie made Èubantial progress to*±d it'ei%.

The increase ini the volume of trade, thre diminution
of umemployment as compared with lest winter, and
thre restoration of our currency to a position of equality
with tiret of the neighbouring Republie, are indica-
tions of the improved situation. The economic con-
dition in European countries maires for embarrassment
thre world aver. A much better situation i Etnropu
wili be necessary before we can expect a complets
restoration of confidence i business affaira here. In
the mneantime, the Dominion has mucir reason for
satisfaction with the improvement that has taken
pince, and wlth the many evidences of a retumning
prosperity.

The desirability of obtaining the best availairie
termas for thre admission of our produets in foreign
markets has engaged the attention of ths Ministry.
Conventions have been made to govem trade relation.
between Prance and Canada and iretween Italy and
Canada. These Convention. will b. submitted for your
approval.

Sinc. last session, acting under a Statute of 1919,
with amendments tirereto, an Order in Council ha.
been psssed appointing a Board of Directors to bc
kniown as The Board of Directors .of the Candian
National Railway Company, iraving under its controi
and operation the varions lines which go ta make up
tire system, and aiso the Canadian Government
Merchant Marine. Tire various units of the aystema
are being consolidated a. rapidly sa possible. Tihis,
it is expected, will increase the efficiency and decrees
the co.t of opération.

It iraving been represented that an amnalgamation
of interests of shipping companies and vessel owners
iipon the Great Lakes bas operated ta controi freigiri
rates and isurance upon grain siripments in a manner
which ha. deprived agriculturists of much of thre
benefit ta which tirey were entitled, a. weil a. led to
discrimination against Canadian ports and harbours,
a Royal Commission ha. béen appointed ta investigate
and report mpon titis alleged combiné.

A bill will be kubmaitted ta yoti ta safeguard the
intereats of consaumera ànd * producérs froca undue
eniraneement of prises or unfair restriction of trado byr
combines, monopolieg, trusts, ai, mergei's.

As a conséquence of an agreement entered inta
between the Govcrpment of Great Britain and members
of tire Odenadian Co'erimcnt, tire lave witb respect ta
thée labding of imipoited atniais in Great Britain ha.
been amended by the Britisb Parliament. The remaval
thereby effected of tire embargo on Canadian cattle
entering the Ulnited Kingdlom is a source of general
satisfaction. It bas materially improved the outlook
a. regards live stock, and Éhould isad ta the re-estair-
lishment of a profitable trade with Great Britain.

Thre adverse conditions *ith *hich agriculture gsn-
erally i. confronted in many parts of Canada, despite
the abundant crops of the pa.t Yer, rendier it
desirable that a spécial committee, with payera ta
inake recoxorendatlon., ire appoited ta look inta
varions agricultural matters sixci do the mixing af
grain in pxivate terminal elevators, the marketing; of
firin ProdUets, thre devèlopmeht. of the live stock
industry, and, tire posisibilities of furtirer diversification
in aur Canadien agriculture.

'the mâtter ai securig an increasing fIow of désir-
able settiers to develop tire large areai' rtui availelè
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
